o There were 10 predetermination settlements with benefits of $89,000 to complainants.

David Webbert restated the position of the Complainant. Attorney David Strock restated the position of the
Respondent. Investigator Fortin restated the facts of the case. Commissioner Helberg moved, seconded by
Commissioner Oettinger, to find no reasonable grounds to believe that St. Mary's Regional Medical Center
discriminated against Marc D. Christensen on the basis of disability by denying him a reasonable
accommodation, or discriminated against Marc D. Christensen on the basis of disability by discharging him,
or retaliated against Marc D. Christensen for engaging in protected conduct under the MHRA and/or the
WPA. 5 in favor | 0 opposed.

E16-0175: Charles W. Owens (Lewiston) v. Moark of Maine, LLC/Hillandale Farms (St. Paul, MN).
Complainant was not present. Commissioner Whitworth moved, seconded by Commissioner Norman, to find
no reasonable grounds to believe that Moark of Maine, LLC/Hillandale Farms retaliated against Charles W.
Owens in violation of the WPA. 5 in favor | 0 opposed.

E16-0381: Nicholas Moffo (Harrison) v. Jotul North America (Gorham). Attorney Samuel Riotte restated the
position of the Complainant. Attorney Elizabeth Oliver restated the position of the Respondent. Investigator
Corey restated the facts of the case. Commissioner Whitworth moved, seconded by Commissioner Norman, to
find no reasonable grounds to believe that Respondent Jotul North America discriminated against
Complainant Nicholas Moffa by discharging him on the basis of disability or retaliated against Complainant
Nicholas Moffa for engaging in WPA-protected activity. 5 in favor | 0 opposed.

At 10:15 AM, Commissioner Clark called for a 5 minute recess.

E17-0242 Jennifer Belanger (Augusta) v. Secretary of State/Bureau of Motor Vehicles/State of Maine,
Stevens and Lincoln (Augusta). Complainant was not present. Commissioner Helberg moved, seconded by
Commissioner Whitworth, to find no reasonable grounds to believe that Secretary of State/Bureau of Motor
Vehicles/State of Maine, Ethan Stevens, or Cindy Lincoln unlawfully subjected Jennifer Belanger to a hostile
work environment the basis of religion or unlawfully retaliated against Jennifer Belanger in violation of the
MHRA or WPA. 5 in favor | 0 opposed.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

At 10:20 AM, Commissioner Whitworth moved, seconded by Commissioner Norman, to go into executive
session to discuss pending or contemplated litigation and the Commission’s legal rights and duties with
Commission Counsel pursuant 1 M.R.S. §405(6)(E). 5 in favor | 0 opposed.

At approximately 10:37 AM, Commissioner Helberg moved, seconded by Commissioner Whitworth, to come
out of executive session. 5 in favor | 0 opposed.

LITIGATION:

At approximately 10:37 AM, Commissioner Norman moved, seconded by Commissioner Oettinger, that the
Commission should pursue litigation in the reasonable-grounds case H17-0074-B (Harmon v. Siciliani) and
should not pursue litigation in the reasonable-grounds cases E15-0301 (Johnson v. Molina Healthcare) and
E15-0412 (DeSalle v. Rollins, Inc.). 5 in favor | 0 opposed.
