Robbins Brook Pond, located in a hilly region of land
northeast of the Musquacook Lakes, has long been
known for its high quality brook trout fishery. Most of
the pond contains fairly deep, well-oxygenated water
making it ideal brook trout habitat.

No major inlets to Robbins Brook Pond were located
during the initial survey. The pond’s outlet contains
suitable spawning habitat, but access to this area may be
restricted by the large accumulation of debris, which has
it, clogged. A sizable population of brook trout in the
pond indicates, however, that ample spawning area is
available, either in the outlet or in spring areas of the
pond.

Except for one camp on the west shore, the pond is
undeveloped and is surrounded by spruce-fir forest. Access is
via private gravel roads built and maintained by industrial
landowners for forest management purposes. A footpath to
this one camp completes access to Robbins Brook Pond.
