Dear Mr. Jennings,  
 
I take issue with your correspondence with Farley and Son’s regarding the application of pesticides at 
Ducktrap Harbor Condominiums.   
 
First of all, you are addressing the wrong product.  It was Lebanon ProScape with Dimension .13% (not 
.10%) that was applied to the grounds of Ducktrap on May 6. (See labels attached). 
 
Secondly, the application was NOT in compliance.  It was, as shown in DEP’s photographic 
documentation, in places that allowed dithiopyr to run directly into Ducktrap cove – in front of storm 
drains, streams, at wetlands and drinking water wellheads. 
 
Thirdly, in your correspondence with Farley you ignore the direction that was agreed upon at the June 13, 
2008 BPC meeting which was for DEP (John Glowa) and the Maine Water Quality team to jointly 
investigate the consequences of the application – namely run off from the Ducktrap site into Maine State 
waters.  Mr. Glowa’s letter of June 16 to Farley very succinctly outlines the non-compliance issues and 
the legal consequences.  You were copied on this letter.   
 
Farley and Sons has taken your letters as license to proceed with their liberal applications of toxic 
products despite the fact that they are poisoning the environment – which encompasses human, animal 
and aquatic life of the State of Maine.   
 
Thank you for including these comments in your discussion at the August 1, 2008 meeting.

Dear Mr. Jennings,  
           I am a concerned resident living in Rockport at Eastward On The Ocean, a private residential community on Penobscot 
Bay.  I am a member of the Landscape Committee and have been worried about the amount of weed control applied on the 
sixty-two acres that comprises Eastward and the run off that is created. We are managed by Megunticook Management and 
our grounds are cared for by Farley and Sons. They do a fine job of keeping the lawns groomed. Over the years I have asked 
our Board to prevent Farley from fertilizing and weed control around our one acre pond. I now apply Corn Gluten. I am among 
neighbors who have requested such fertilizer and weed control materials not be applied near our homes because of their toxic 
effects.. One of my labrador retrievers has suffered severe seizures over the past years. Since we have kept him away from 
toxins as much as we can, he has been seizure free to date. I cannot walk him on the common grounds or roads when 
fertilizers and weed control are applied, however. 
  
           This Spring I was informed by some friends of mine from Camden of an incident that took place at the Ducktrap 
Condominiums in Lincolnville. It is a coincidence that both of our communities are managed and cared for by the same 
companies. I understand that Farley used Lebanon Proscape fertilizer with Dimension .13%. I also understand that an agent 
from the Maine DEP Water Enforcement, Mr. John Glowa, was concerned that Farley was using Lebanon Proscape with 
Dimension .13% because of it's toxicity to fish and the proximity to culverts and the Bay. We are in the same situation with the 
same fertilizer being applied in a similar geographic location to the Bay. We have also been undergoing a spraying procedure 
that began last Thursday and is continuing even as we speak today. Farley is spraying lawns at Eastward with Lebanon 
Fertilizer with Dimension .13% Crabgrass Control. The information has been posted on our Eastward website as to the 
ingredients. I am no expert but it is my guess that the weed control product would be even more toxic than the fertilizer used 
in the Spring.  
             
               At our last Board meeting I mentioned my concerns to the Board members and the Management Company. I 
mentioned Ducktrap. I was told that the Ducktrap Resident was only a tenant and her dog who became ill was "very old". They 
talked to Farley and for some reason the spraying was postponed for several days until it resumed last week. A  
memorandum was sent to all our residents on July 24, 2008 referring to me as a "concerned Eastward resident" who "brought 
to the Board's attention that which was characterized as a pending emergency situation facing the Eastward Community." 
They went on and did say some things that quoted me incorrectly, however, they did quote you and your letter to Farley and 
Sons from July 23, 2008, which they quoted, "Upon further fact finding and review, I have determined that Farley and Son's 
May 6, 2008, application of Dimension 0.10% Plus Fertilizer at the Ducktrap River Condominiums complied with the 
requirements of the state and federal pesticide law." 
  
               I believe that both communities have been treated with Lebanon Proscape Fertilizer with Dimension .13% not .10%.  
If we are doing harm to our wildlife, ourselves, pets, soil and Penobscot Bay by using materials that are too toxic, can we not 
find alternative organic means or less toxic fertilizers so we all can live more safely in this beautiful state of ours? I would 
appreciate it very much if you explain to me the situation and advise me as to what might Eastward do to minimize any toxic 
situations.
