Request for Qualifications
(Architects and Engineers)

     The Department of Defense, Veterans and Emergency Management (DVEM) is interested in procuring engineering services to conduct studies and provide designs for the conversion of the Building Automated Control System (BACS) for the Maine Army National Guard facilities located at Camp Keyes, Augusta, Maine and the Army Aviation Support Facility (AASF) located in Bangor, Maine.  The existing BACS for each facility shall be converted to the Tridium Niagara AX platform and a network of freely programmable open protocol BACnet digital controllers. The Camp Keyes facilities are comprised of Buildings #14 (USPFO Warehouse – approx 29,000 sf); #35 (Field Maintenance Shop 4 – approx 10,000 sf) and #37 (Combined Support Maintenance Shop – approx 25,000 sf).   The AASF (Bldg 260) is approximately 123,000 sf. Engineering services shall evaluate existing conditions, recommend courses of action and provide design and bidding documents for these projects.  The projects are anticipated to be put out to bid in June of 2013.  Although contracts will be developed separately for the design/bidding phase and construction administration, the preference is to utilize one design form for both phases.  The Owner reserves the option to procure construction administration services in a subsequent process.  The Owner also reserves the right to advertise for construction on all or any part of the above referenced projects.
Anticipate design/preliminary evaluations services to start 30 March 2013 with completed design/evaluations no later than 15 May 2013.  Responding firms will be screened on the basis of the following weighed criteria:
1. Professional qualifications – 20%.

2. Specialized experience and technical competence in the type of work (Tridium Niagara AX Platform BACS) required – 25%

3. Capacity to accomplish the work in the required time – 10%.

4. Past performance (Specifically with Government Agencies, Compliance with Performance Schedules) – 35%.

5. Demonstrated ability to perform services throughout the State of Maine -5%.

6. Availability of Key Personnel – 5%.

Short-listed firms will be notified and interviewed prior to final selection.  No fee will be discussed during the selection process.  Fee will be negotiated with the firm determined by the Selection Committee to be the number one choice for the project.

Interested firms are requested to submit qualification packets containing profiles of key personnel, examples of relevant work completed within the last five years, references, and any other relevant material as appropriate.  A statement of qualifications Standard Form 330 is recommended but not required.  Please submit four copies of your firm’s qualifications to Mr. Paul R.
