Part A of the supplemental budget contains recommended adjustments to appropriations and allocations approved as part of the current biennial budget. Only those portions of the budget targeted for adjustment are included in the document, so there are a number of departments and agencies that are not mentioned at all in the supplemental request. 

Some adjustments to appropriations and allocations can only be implemented with language, so it is important that you take the time to look through the language portions of the budget to be sure you find all adjustments related to the programs you may be interested in.

Part B of the supplemental budget includes adjustments to appropriations and allocations for approved employee reclassifications and range changes. All of the adjustments in this section are self-funded by the agencies; no General Fund money is required to implement the changes listed in this Part.
Part C includes the annual General Purpose Aid to Education (GPA) certification language which the Department of Education is required to provide.
Part D is unique to this particular supplemental budget. The 2008/2009 biennial budget enacted last spring included a requirement that the Executive branch and the Appropriations Committee of the Legislature work together to identify $10.1 million dollars in additional savings. This effort – which was called the Legislative Initiative to Streamline State Government - began in late summer and was completed in early December. All of the savings initiatives related to that effort which were approved by the Appropriations Committee are reflected in Part D.

The balance of the supplemental budget consists of language, followed by a brief summary of each of the language “parts.” Parts E, F and G all relate to the Streamlining initiatives discussed above. What follows is a guide to each of the Parts.
