Eliminates one Metrologist Assistant position and related All Other costs. The position is currently filled.
The laboratory has seen a dramatic increase in requests for calibration services from entities outside of the state of Maine. Elimination of this position would require the metrology lab to curtail some of these calibration services but we believe that by cross utilizing some of our current Quality Assurance & Regulations staff that we could maintain current levels of critical metrological services for businesses and other agencies within the State of Maine. 
The Metrology laboratory program provides calibration and testing in mass, volume, length, State Police wheel load scales, time, and temperature. The Metrology Laboratory also provides technical laboratory support for Maine’s Department of Environmental Protection, Air Quality Division, by determining the concentration of particulates contained in air samples covering the entire state.  

The laboratory is currently operating at state of the art proficiency at Mass and Volume Echelon I, (finest precision mass and volume calibrations). This enables internal calibration of most of the primary and secondary mass standards, along with the primary and all the secondary volume standards.  In addition to providing legal metrology services in support of commerce and law enforcement, fine and ultra fine mass and volume measurements are transferred to high tech industries including biotech, pharmacopoeia and others.  
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
