8. Executive Summary of the Project  
 

Axiom Technologies is pleased to submit this Grant Application for Round Seven ConnectME 
funding to provide broadband service to 98 homes and businesses located in the Hadleys Lake, East 
Machias geographical area. This geographical area is “unserved”. 
 

Axiom Technologies is a telecommunications company located in Machias, Maine that provides 
broadband, Internet access options and technical computer and networking services and training to 
businesses and residential subscribers. For the past seven years, Axiom has been working diligently to 
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bring high-speed, wireless broadband service to the unserved areas of Washington County. Expanding 
the existing Axiom network to include these unserved areas is technically viable and achievable. 
 
 Broadband availability confirmation of the unserved homes and businesses has been completed 
via the ConnectME Broadband Map and U.S. National Broadband Map. Axiom is a reseller of Fairpoint 
Communications DSL services and as such has confirmed that FPC’s DSL is not available for the 98 homes 
and businesses in the Washington County. Time Warner Cable is also not available in these locations. 
 
 Axiom’s subscriber bandwidth for this project will follow the FCC recommendation of 3 Mbps to 
6 Mbps and will likely be capable of 10 Mbps Symmetrical service for homes and businesses.  

 
A tower will be constructed at a private resident’s location on Hadley lake Road. Service will be 

delivered to the customer’s premises (either business or residential) via wireless or ADSL2 technology. 
An engineering study has been completed to determine the most cost-effective and efficient method for 
broadband delivery. Approximately 98 homes and businesses will be served from the new tower in 
conjunction with a Fairpoint Remote Terminal and various wireless mini-pop locations. 

 
Axiom Technologies is committed to bringing broadband service to the unserved areas of 

Hadleys Lake. Total budget for the project is $184,756.00. Axiom Technologies will contribute a cash 
match of $66,880.00. The total ConnectME grant request is $123,876.00, 67% of the project.  

 

 
9. A description of the geographic area proposed to be served by the project and 

sufficient information to establish that it is an unserved area, preferably at street-
level granularity, and not likely to be served in the foreseeable future.  (Most 
applicants conduct independent research to determine if a community has 
broadband or are sufficiently familiar with the community to know that there isn’t 
any terrestrial broadband available).   
 
We recommend that applicants find partners among the various providers of 
broadband services or community-based organizations to use the grant as “gap-
financing” to get operational infrastructure installed.  The amount of local public 
and private funding and in-kind contributions will be considered when reviewing 
the applications.  Applicants should also be aware of Maine Fiber Company’s 
“Three Ring Binder” project for backhaul and middle mile transport 
(www.mainefiberco.com).  Collaboration with Maine Fiber Company is 
encouraged. 
 
Applicants must be aware that the ConnectME Authority will give priority to grant 
proposals that, relative to other proposals, seek to extend access to broadband 
internet service to a higher percentage of an "unserved" area within a 
municipality or other appropriate geographic area.  The Authority will also 
consider the percentage of households with access to broadband service when 
establishing criteria to define unserved and "underserved" areas. 
 
The Authority recently updated its definition of broadband, which can be found 
on our website at http://www.maine.gov/connectme/grants/GrantProgram.htm.  
Preference will be given to projects that will provide Tier 3 or better service (3 

http://www.mainefiberco.com/
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Mbps to 6 Mbps download).  As this currently applies only to unserved areas, 
previously funded projects would not qualify for grants to upgrade service. 
 
The Authority’s new broadband availability map showing served and unserved 
areas is now available in a Beta version, at 
http://www.maine.gov/connectme/mapping/map.shtml.  It is a work in progress 
and you should review the disclaimer.  Subsequent versions will be more 
accurate and granular. 
All ConnectME Authority grant awardees will be required to fully cooperate with 
the Authority and its contractor, James W. Sewall Company, regarding data 
collection for the Broadband Mapping and Planning Projects. 
 

The Hadleys Lake is an area in the town of East Machias. The Town of East Machias is 
approximately 35.2 miles and has 845 homes per the 2010 U.S. Census Data. The Hadleys Lake area has 
year-round residents and summer homes. The area is approximately 4 miles Northeast of Machias, the 
County Seat.  The 98 homes and businesses are scattered throughout the Hadleys Lake region.  

 
Broadband availability confirmation of the unserved homes and businesses has been completed 

via the ConnectME Broadband Map and U.S. National Broadband Map. The 98 homes and businesses in 
this grant proposal are not able to get broadband service through any other broadband carrier or 
through Axiom Technologies existing wireless infrastructure. 
 

Subscriber bandwidth for this project will follow the FCC recommendation of 3 Mbps to 6 Mbps 
for homes and businesses.

Axiom is deeply rooted in the community, participating on many committees, boards, focus 
groups. We are committed to economic development and continue to strive for technological 
advancement and education for the people of Washington County and rural Maine. We work closely 
with the following organizations: Sunrise County Economic Council, University of Maine, Machias, 
Washington County Community College, Washington County Council of Governments, Washington 
County Emergency Management Agency, Washington County:One Community, Machias Bay Area 
Chamber of Commerce, Maine Community Foundation, Caring Community Collaborative, Career 
Center, Maine Lighthouse Recovery Support Network, Vital Economy, Washington County 
Leadership Institute, Leadership Maine, Maine Development Foundation, Help America Vote Act 
program, HUD, Cobscook Community Learning Center, Women, Work and Community, Machias 
Rotary, Mighty Women, Washington-Aroostook Workforce Investment Board and local schools, 
health facilities, municipalities and our political delegation. Axiom works closely with Washington 
County government on multiple projects, including public safety.

Axiom Technologies, LLC was founded and incorporated in the fall of 2001. It reorganized as 
a Maine Limited Liability Corporation October 13, 2004, and Articles of Incorporation were filed 
with the Secretary of State. Its sole shareholder is Susan Corbett and a revised Operating 
Agreement was unanimously adopted in October 2005. Axiom Technologies, LLC maintains its 
business office at 3 Water Street, Machias, ME 04654.  

 
Axiom Technologies is a Maine for-profit corporation. It has been the recipient of seven 

ConnectME grant and has a proven track record in public-private partnerships. It is through the 
collaboration of municipalities, economic development groups, businesses and residents that 
Axiom’s business model has proven successful.

technology infrastructure in an unserved area would not otherwise occur; 
 

Time Warner Cable and Fairpoint Communications have been contacted by Axiom staff and 
these companies confirmed that there is no plan for broadband deployment in the near future. 

 
d. the type of service to be provided, indicating the technology used and the 

upstream and downstream speeds of the service to be provided;  
 

DSL Broadband Service will be provided to the Western Hadley Lake area via a Fairpoint 
Remote Terminal. Axiom will sub-contract the construction of the Remote Terminal to 
Cornerstone Communications. Approximately 28 homes will have access to DSL Broadband 
Service. A 50 ft. free standing tower will be constructed at a private resident’s site. The tower 
will host bridging equipment that will connect back to Axiom’s central office and potentially 
serve the various mini-pop locations.  

 
The systems utilized are fixed point to multipoint radio networks, a “Line of Site” system 

transmitting signal from the Access Point to 60 subscribers’ premises. Axiom utilizes several 
different radio frequencies, 900 MHz, 2.4 GHz 3.6 GHz and 5.8 GHz which have proven very 
effective in high-speed broadband deployment.  

 
Axiom’s subscriber bandwidth for this project will follow the FCC recommendation of 3 

Mbps to 6 Mbps for homes and businesses. 

 
Axiom’s upstream for its wireless network is presently via a Fairpoint E-DIA (Ethernet 

Dedicated Internet Access) fiber circuit located at Axiom’s central office in Machias.  Axiom also 
has a direct fiber link, via the Three Ring Binder (3RB), from their central office that connects to 
GWI located in the Fairpoint Co-location facility in Machias; this connection provides an 
alternate fiber path for redundancy.

The Hadleys Lake Broadband Project will be completed in twelve months. 
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f. the number and percentage of households and businesses within the area 
to be served by the project (i.e. who can be served given technical 
limitations);   

 
The goal of this project is projected to reach 100% of the 98 unserved homes and businesses 

in Hadleys Lake. 

 
g. the estimated price per customer of the service to be provided by the 

proposed project; and  
 

Estimated cost per household is $1,264.00 
 
Residential service rates start at $39.99 and the installation fee is $149.99. Business rates 

start at $50.00.

Axiom Technologies is committed to bringing broadband service to the unserved areas of 
Hadleys Lake. Total budget for the project is $184,756.00. Axiom Technologies will contribute a cash 
match of $60,880.00. The total ConnectME grant request is $123,876.00 of the project.  

 
   

12. The estimated number of customers/households who will directly benefit from the 
project who are currently unserved (provide lists or numbers of potential 
customers that have indicated a strong commitment to subscribe); 
 
  It is estimated that 100% unserved homes and businesses in Hadleys Lake, East Machias will 
have access to broadband availability.

 Axiom Technologies, a telecommunications company located in Machias, Maine that has been 
creating, researching and developing a wireless technology for broadband deployment in rural Maine. 
Axiom has been working diligently for the past six years in researching and developing wireless 
networks, and has installed over 90 Access Points in Washington County Axiom is the recipient of seven 
ConnectME grant awards in ($991,969.00 in total grant funding) and is continues to deploy broadband 
using its existing business model to Towns and territories in Washington County. Axiom Technologies is 
also a BTOP Award Recipient ($1.4 million) for the “Washington County Education & Employment 
through Sustainable Broadband Adoption” and is working with the healthcare, farming and fishing 
industries introducing and utilizing technology.

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Appendix – Important Information 
 
Information from Chapter 101 
 
Applicants must be familiar with the ConnectME Authority rule, Chapter 101, and the 
authorizing statute, both of which may be found at http://www.maine.gov/connectme/. 
 
Eligible Applicants.  Any grants, direct investments, or loans under this Chapter will be made 
on behalf of, in partnership with, or in support of, one or more communications service 
providers that are remitting assessments to the Authority under 35-A M.R.S. A. §9211.  
Projects contained in approved proposals must be completed within one year of funding unless 
a waiver is granted by the Authority due to unique or unforeseen circumstances.  The Authority 
must also determine that, without the Authority's action, the installation of adequate advanced 
communications technology infrastructure in an unserved or underserved area would not 
otherwise occur.  Applicants eligible to receive Authority support for advanced communication 
infrastructure projects may include: 
 
 1. General-purpose local governments (municipalities and counties); 
 
 2. Local government authorities, and joint or multi-county development authorities; 
 
 3. Private for-profit companies that provide broadband; and 
 
 4. Any other responsible entity or group determined by the Authority to be capable 
of installing, using, and managing advanced communications technology infrastructure in the 
area. 
 
Eligible Activities.  Eligible uses of funds provided under the ConnectME Fund include 
activities, facilities, and services described in 35-A M.R.S.A. §§ 9204-9205.  Eligible activities 
include: the provision of public infrastructure, services, facilities, and improvements needed to 
implement new broadband services, enhance existing broadband services, implement new 
mobile communications service, or enhance existing mobile communications service.  Funds 
may also be used for matching requirements, “gap” financing, and grants, that may assist 
projects in qualifying for other sources of funding, as well as any other necessary activities that 
are integral and necessary for the development, installation, and use of a broadband or mobile 
communications system. 
 
Evaluation of Applications 
 
The application evaluation process will allow the Authority to concurrently evaluate all 
applications submitted during a particular application period that has been set by the Authority.  
The scoring of applications is based on a 100-point scale.  A project with a total score of less 
than 50 points may not be funded.  [Note: The priority of this grant program is unserved areas.  
A project that serves an underserved area may only be funded if funds are available after all 
eligible applications for projects to serve unserved areas have been funded.]   
 
Be aware of the provisions in subsection 6(G) of the rule, Private Investment Criteria, which 
states that, after notice, a broadband service provider or mobile communications service

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provider may submit a certification to the Authority that it will commence within 45 days, and 
will completely install within one year of the date of the Authority’s notification, sufficient 
advanced communications technology infrastructure to provide broadband or wireless service 
in a manner that would render the Authority's support of other projects in an area unnecessary 
or redundant (unless a waiver is granted by the Authority due to unique or unforeseen 
circumstances). 
 
The application will be judged using the following four scoring categories: 
 
Cost-Benefit.  This category is worth 35 points.  
 
The cost-benefit scoring is based on relevant factors, including, but not limited to, the amount 
of funding requested from the Authority per customer eligible to be served by the project, with 
lower funding per customer receiving a higher cost-benefit score.  Applicants should 
demonstrate financial viability by providing pro-forma financial statements and detailed 
business plans.  Confidential information may be submitted, but only those specific portions 
considered proprietary should be so marked. 
 
Community Support.  This category is worth 10 points.   
 
The community support score is based on relevant factors, including, but not limited to, 
evidence of community support for the project and the percentage of the geographic area to be 
covered by the proposal that will be served by the proposed project. 
 
Project Scope.  This category is worth 35 points.   
 
The project scope score is based on relevant factors, including, but not limited to,  
 

 the number of customers to be served by the project,  

 the type and, when relevant, the speed of service to be offered by the project, and  

 the applicant’s financial commitment to the project. 
 
Note:  Legislative changes to the ConnectME Authority statute (to 35-A M.R.S.A. §9204) 1 
state that, “(I)n awarding grants, the authority shall give priority to those proposals that, relative 
to other proposals, extend access to broadband service to a higher percentage of an unserved 
area within a municipality or other appropriate geographic area.”   
 
Project Value.  This category is worth 20 points.   
 
The project value score is based on relevant factors, including, but not limited to, the estimated 
retail price per customer to receive service from the proposed project and any other details of 
the project that may benefit customers in the area proposed to be served by the proposed 
project.
