CONCISE SUMMARY:  This chapter outlines the process and standards governing any change of use, including the reassignment of services, downsizing, or closure of a state adult correctional facility or county jail, pursuant to 34-A M.R.S.A. Section 1803, sub-section 2.  The purpose of this rule is to establish the process and standards used by the Board of Corrections to: determine the use of state correctional facilities and county jails; determine if a state correctional facility or county jail should be assigned a new service responsibility; or determine if a state correctional facility or county jail should be downsized or closed.
