Dear Aga:

Plum Creek’s proposed Plan provides that the Company will donate up to 100 acres for affordable housing.  You have asked for more detail on the location of the affordable housing areas.  The locations for the affordable housing opportunities have not yet been determined, but would be proximate to the cities of Greenville, Rockwood or Jackman and would occur in  the unorganized and/or organized townships.  If in the Plan Area, the affordable housing  would be located within the proposed Plan Area’s back-lot envelopes.  Plum Creek is partnering with Coastal Enterprises (CEI) for the affordable housing, and we expect that additional information will be available in about one month.


The following is to supplement the GIS map information that Plum Creek submitted to LURC on July 31, 2006.  A breakdown of estimates, based on GIS mapped information, is as follows:

1. Possible proposed new underwater utility lines: 1.2 miles.

2. Proposed utility lines (from existing lines to new subdivision envelopes): 12.5 miles.

3. Proposed improved access roads (i.e., existing haul roads brought up to Concept Plan/LURC standards, between public roads and envelopes): 49.3 miles.

4. Proposed new access roads (i.e., newly constructed roads between public roads and subdivision envelopes): 4.8 miles.
