PURPOSE:  The Maine Land Use Regulation Commission is seeking public comment on the proposed Concept Plan for Plum Creek’s Lands in the Moosehead Lake Region (Zoning Petition 707).

Petitions to Intervene:  Persons interested in seeking Intervenor status in this matter must file a Petition to Intervene with the Commission pursuant to the applicable provisions of the Maine Administrative Procedures Act (5 M.R.S.A., Chapter 375) and Chapter 5 of the Commission’s rules by 5:00 P.M. on Wednesday, February 14, 2007.  The Commission will act on any such petitions at its meeting of Wednesday, March 7, 2007.  The public is not required to file Petitions to Intervene in order to testify.
Closing dates for the hearing record will be established in a subsequent public notice.
