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The Maine Conservation Corps is dedicated to accomplishing natural resource projects throughout the State of Maine.  The MCC is ready to engage in trail construction and rehabilitation and other outdoor projects with teams of young men and women.  We are preparing for the 2013 season and we would like to be a part of your project this year.    
Our program will be structured around the number of proposals we receive, so early indication of interest is very valuable to our program.  
Proposals for 2013 projects will be processed in the order that they are received.

· Three Field Team services will be available in 2013:

· 6 person teams “Full Teams” – composed of 1 leader and 5 team members.  $3,750 per week.  These teams are equipped with a vehicle, cargo trailer, camping equipment and most of the tools needed for the project.  6 person teams welcome local volunteers, but are able to complete projects with minimal support.

· 3 person teams “Mini Teams” – composed of 1 leader and 2 team members.  $2,400 per week.  These teams can act as a facilitator for a project to be substantially completed by local volunteers.  With their own vehicle, camping gear, and tools, a Mini Team will assure progress – with or without volunteers on a daily basis.  These teams can serve to keep the project on track, teaching skills to volunteers and maintaining a safe work place.  They are an excellent option for smaller projects.

· Trail Planning Assistance – MCC staff can offer practical advice and assistance in developing your trail project.  On site consultation regarding route options, layout, and design can improve the quality of the final trail.  Estimates of time and materials required for a project can help your organization prepare for fundraising efforts.  Planning assistance is available at a rate of $295 per day.

What types of projects do MCC teams do?

· Clear new trails through forest and field

· Build bog bridges in wetland areas 

· Build stone steps and water bars to control erosion on trails

· Install steel pins, ladders, and handrails on steep ledge trails

· Build rustic timber bridges up to 40 foot spans

· Construct surfaced trails that meet ADA standards
· Maintain boundary lines

· Perform rip-rap and shore-land stabilization work

MCC has specialty tools and machines available to help the teams be more efficient, such as power wheelbarrows and rock drills.  Chainsaws and Grip hoist equipment are standard issue for all teams.
