Trail Planning Assistance

The Maine Conservation Corps offers Trail Planning Assistance to Federal, State, Municipal, and nonprofit agencies engaged in trail development, construction, reconstruction or maintenance.  

Assistance is offered in the following areas:

· Assess, plan and estimate the reconstruction of trails that traverse steep slopes or through woodland areas.

· Design and layout simple footpaths through wooded, varied, remote or difficult terrain.

· Produce designs and estimates for timber bridges.

· Determine the location and map proposed or existing trails via GPS methods.

· Inventory trail needs and suggest improvements to make trails more enjoyable and easier to maintain.

· Design and estimate wetland crossings such as bog bridges or sectional boardwalks.

· Provide time and cost estimates of trail projects in terms of what would be required for MCC teams to accomplish the work.   Estimates can be very helpful for developing funding strategies.

· Plan, design and estimate costs for trails built in compliance with guidelines from the Americans with Disabilities Act.

· Inventory trail conditions for long term trail planning.
Maine Conservation Corps services are available to all trail organizations.  The MCC only requests that an agency that uses our planning assistance considers the MCC as an option for completing the project.
