	Typically, no, that would not be allowed. However, we understand that this Phase 2 RFA was released late in the Farms for the Future cycle which may have impacted some Phase 1 recipients. Therefore, under some circumstances, already incurred expenses may be reimbursable, so long as they are included in the approved business plan.
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
