	b. Hospital Tiering – Laurie Williamson & Dan Dyer
	· List of hospitals scoring 70 or higher were reviewed
· All other hospital proposals reviewed.  See Action/Next Steps for outcome of each.

	Lois made a motion that those 18 hospitals scoring 70 or higher based on April data be named to the preferred hospital list effective July 1, 2013.  Eric seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

NMMC:  Dan will let the Commission know their decision regarding last year’s discount.

All other proposals:
Maine Coast:  Joyce made motion to accept the proposal recognizing Maine Coast as a tier 1 (preferred) hospital.  Eric seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

St. Mary’s:  Lois made motion to accept the proposal recognizing St. Mary’s Medical Center as a tier 1 (preferred) hospital.  Woody seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Central Maine Medical Center:  Eric made motion to accept the discount proposal only (pop health arrangement will be discussed at a later date) and recognize CMMC as a tier 1 (preferred) hospital.  Jim seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Calais Regional:  Jim made motion to accept the proposal recognizing Calais Regional as a tier 1 (preferred) hospital.  Joyce seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Down East Community Hospital:  Eric made motion to accept the proposal recognizing Down Ease as a tier 1 (preferred) hospital.  Jim seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

Cary Medical Center: population health management agreement was previously reviewed and accepted.  Lois made a motion to recognize Cary as a tier 1 (preferred) hospital.  Woody seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

MaineHealth System:  (St. Andrews, Waldo County, Miles Memorial & Maine Medical Center scored below 70)  Eric made a motion to authorize the Executive Director of Employee Health & Benefits to negotiate on behalf of the SEHC with Maine Health.  If approved, the population health proposal to be enacted within 90 days.  As a result, the Maine Health hospitals that scored below 70 will be placed on the tier 1 preferred hospital list effective July 1, 2013.  If an agreement isn’t reached, the four hospitals (see above) will be removed from the preferred hospital list.  Kelly seconded the motion.  Motion passed.

York:  Laurie to check with Bill Laubenstein to clarify status of law suit.

	MaineGeneral – Laurie & Barbara Crowley
	· Barbara presented a non-binding, multi-year (FY14, FY15 & FY16) letter of intent to the Commission. 
	Butch made a motion to authorize the Executive Director of Employee Health & Benefits to continue negotiations with Maine General to finalize the details of the proposed agreement for FY14 – FY16.  Maine General will be placed on the preferred hospital list effective July 1, 2013 provided that final agreement caps the risk share at $1M.  If it does not, they will be removed from the list.  (Should be finalized by 9/30/13).  Motion was seconded by Joyce & Jim.  Motion passed.

	Hospital Tiering (continued)
	· Mike Donahue presented a non-binding letter of intent to the Commission.
	Lois made a motion to accept letter of intent as amended capping the risk sharing at no more than $2.5M along with the submission of quality information from Sebasticook, Inland & Blue Hill hospitals.  The Executive Director of Employee Health & Benefits is authorized to continue negotiations on behalf of the SEHC.  The final agreement will be mutually agreed upon by both parties.  The Beacon Health hospitals that scored below 70 (Sebasticook Valley, Inland, C. A. Dean, Blue Hill Memorial, Eastern Maine Medical Center & The Aroostook Medical Center) will be placed on the preferred hospital list effective July 1, 2013.  Information confirming appropriate response to any quality issues will be submitted to the Commission for review at its next meeting.  If conditions are not met, these 6 hospitals will be removed from the list.  To be finalized no later than the August 8, 2013 SEHC meeting.  Motion was seconded by Lew.   Motion passed.
