To Whom it May Concern:

I have reviewed the letters regarding the properties listed above and found them to be consistent with my finding while conducting inspections of the property.  Douglas Marble the local Code Enforcement Officer and I have been onsite together and have observed limited erosion control measures at these locations along with no maintenance of the controls.  In addition we found that the exposed soils on the site have not been temporarily or permanently stabilized since the site work began.  

The Town of Richmond has taken the lead on the enforcement of the erosion and sedimentation controls on this site since Mr. Marble has been dealing with the building permit aspect of this site.  Mr. Marble has been in contact with the Department every step of the way on his enforcement of the erosion and sedimentation violations to ensure that he requires the right action from the property owners.  At this time I concur with Mr. Marble and believe that the site needs some significant work to be in compliance with the Erosion and Sedimentation Control Law.
