RE: Landfill 2 Excavation and Confirmation Sampling Plan

Dear Kathy:

  This letter is a follow up to our phone conversation last Thursday. As I mentioned, the MeDEP project team has reviewed and evaluated Mallinkrodt’s proposed phased approach to excavating and sampling contaminated soils from the Landfill 2 site. As you recall, the idea was informally discussed during a conference call on September 16 (as such, we don’t view this as a formal submittal), and the project team met after the call to discuss the possibilities. The Department views Landfill 2 as substantially different from the Scrap Metal Yard or the Landfill Ridge sites due to the characteristics and concentrations of the wastes located there, and that is evidenced by our need for a greater concentration of confirmation sampling points, particularly in the main body of the landfill.
  As such, the Department cannot approve the phased approach for remediating Landfill 2 that we discussed. The project team could not envision such a method that would not be a logistical nightmare, and the high levels of listed wastes in Landfill 2 make any reductions in confirmation sampling unacceptable from the Department’s perspective.
   I have attached a copy of a map showing what the project team has determined to be necessary to properly demonstrate that the corrective action at Landfill 2 will meet the standards of the Board Order governing this work. I would like to note that the confirmation samples located on the attached map are themselves a product of compromise resulting from discussions by technical staff. It is the Department’s position that any further reduction in the number of sample locations will not provide adequate coverage, particularly in the landfill body.
   On a related note, the MeDEP and EPA are reviewing the contained-in policy request outlined in the September 7 letter from David Van Slyke to David Wright. We understand the timing issue, and hope to reach a conclusion by the end of the week. I will pass along anything as soon as I hear.
