TARGETED BROWNFIELDS ASSESSMENTS (TBA) 

The TBA program provides free site assessments—including research 

about past uses, environmental sampling for potential contamination, and 

cleanup planning. 

TBAs are conducted by an EPA contractor on behalf of an eligible entity. 

Services are for an average of $100,000 and include site assessments, 

cleanup options and cost estimates, and community outreach. 

This is not an enforcement program. The goal is to identify solutions, not 

punish property owners or buyers. The sites for this program are selected 

on a rolling basis.
