Addendum to Executive Summary for Hooper Sands Road Site
Summary of Site Activities 1995 – 2011
This summary is provided to supplement the Site Summary Narrative, and HSR Outline of History documents.  There is an overlap of items listed in the HSR Outline from 1995 and 1996. 

In December 1994 the last of the homeowners are connected to the South Berwick Water District system.  During this time MEDEP informed 51 area homeowners that MEDEP would be discontinuing sampling and offered to close and abandon their private water supply.
In 1995, the MEDEP identified site wells that required abandonment, and subsequently contracted with Estabrook Water Services to complete that work.  On May 24, 1995 three (3) wells were abandoned.    In January 1995 DEP staff conducted sampling of the soil piles for metals at Hussey gravel pit.
[bookmark: _GoBack]May 1996 – DEP sampled surface water and soil at site.
August 1996 – DEP was notified that the site will not score for NPL Inclusion, and that EPA would take No Further Action at this site
1998 and 1999 – MEDEP continues to conduct general groundwater surveys of wells on Lot 33, Map 9 located east of Hooper Sands Road, in South Berwick. No Further Action determined at that time.
In November 2010 Bids were solicited and East Coast Explorations was contracted to abandon an estimated (60 +/- ) monitoring wells located in the area, and associated with the site.   The work was completed in September 2011.
