Did something occur on a particular date? Enter this information as an event in NCR. 

1/3 of violations show up on effluent reports (failure of equipment)

Violation types – LOV’s  

Important to track activities 

- Major Problems – number of characters is important 
- Summary - number of characters is important
- Cause – less important (need a way to report)
- Facility Comments
- Inspectors Comments 
- Inspectors Recommendations
- Should this be referred to the NCR Committee Y/N?  
- NCR Committee recommendations as a result of the NCR meeting on (specific date)
- Completed – Drops from the NCR agenda, Log out NCR Events 

Alerts – Can we use this feature in EFIS to log out events?

WCS has Schedule Items, EFIS has Tasks  

WCS has Event Scheduled, Event Date, Event Reference Date 
EFIS - Include Date Events – Task – (need LOV) Details for selected Inspection – NPDES Compliance Evaluation for Facility – Add Event Scheduled, Event Date, and Event Reference Date

OIT/EFIS Issues- 

1.  Can violation types be tailored to Bureau specific types, based on the user?  Answer: Yes, they can be tailored to user.

2.  Under Compliance and Pretreatment – Reporting records up to 2006 for Compliance and up to 2002 for Pretreatment, nothing current.   What is going on?

DMU issues-

Create event report by inspector, and event report by facility.

Add queries to generate reports:
