Details for Reimbursing Consolidation Facilities

(Company abbreviation) will work cooperatively with consolidation facilities to ensure implementation of a practical and feasible financing system.  (Company abbreviation) selects the following method for handling their share of computer monitors and/or televisions:

The consolidator informs the manufacturer when it has handled 16,000 pounds of the manufacturer’s product and makes a full truckload of mixed brand product available to the manufacturer for shipment to a qualified recycling and dismantling facility as contracted by the manufacturer, plus the consolidator bills the manufacturer for handling of the manufacturer’s share and the handling, transportation and recycling costs of the manufacturer’s orphan share; OR

____
The consolidator performs a brand count and contracts with a qualified recycling and dismantling facility, and bills the manufacturer for the costs associated with handling, transportation and recycling based on weight of the products received for which that manufacturer is responsible plus its share of orphan products.

The consolidator shall manage the handling, transportation, recycling and billing in accordance with each manufacturer’s selected annual preference for one of these options (or such other contracted arrangements negotiated that are consistent with these rules but vary from the alternatives outlined in this section).  (Company abbreviation) will notify the consolidator of a preference by January 1 of each year or the consolidator shall use option (3) for the handling, transportation, recycling and billing of the brands and orphan share for which (Company abbreviation) is responsible.  When given annual notice of a change in (Company abbreviation) preference, a consolidator shall implement the change in the consolidation services option selected by that manufacturer within 90 days.
