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IMPORTANT:  Petroleum discharges ( spills) of 10 gallons or less do not have to be reported to the Department IF:  (1) The spills 
are fully cleaned up within 24 hours, and:  (2) A written log ( like the one above) of the spills is kept on file for the life of the facility.  
Note :  This applies only to surface spills involving underground oil storage tanks.  All other spills above 10 gallons, spills not 
associated with and underground oil storage facility, or evidence of a leaking underground oil storage facility must be 
reported to the Department of Environmental Protection within 24 hours of their occurrence.
