Re: VRAP Application Considerations

As part of the continuing effort to improve how we serve our clients, the VVoluntary Response Action
Program (VRAP) offers this memo as guidance for the submittal of a VRAP application and associated
materials. Following this guidance will help to insure that the VRAP application package you submit is
complete, allowing VRAP staff to begin review of submittals immediately after receiving them.

First of all, the application has been slightly modified. There is now space on the application (page 2) to
add information for up to two (2) co-applicants, as VRAP applications now include co-applicants more
often than not. Another improvement includes a section to list any agents that may act on an applicant’s
behalf (page 3). In this section, please list which applicant/co-applicant the agent represents, the agent
name, and the employer of the agent. The final modifications to the application occur on the
“Certification” page (page 4), where language concerning the public availability of all information
submitted to the VRAP is included, along with a new signature section for all sites with petroleum
contamination (or with potential petroleum contamination) resulting from discharges from USTs or ASTs.
Quite simply, petroleum sites involving discharges (or potential discharges) from USTs or ASTs will now
need to submit work plans, budgets and schedules along with the other VRAP application materials to
ensure that remedial actions are cost-effective. This revised application replaces all previous versions of
the application and should be used from this date forth until future revisions are made.

Secondly, for applicants that sign both sections of the “Certification” page (page 4), three hard copies of
all reports/documents should be submitted with the application. These VRAP submittals will be reviewed
by both a VRAP Project Manager and a Project Geologist, as in the past, but will also now include a
review by Project Engineers for cost-effectiveness of any proposed remedial action at petroleum sites.
Having three copies allows us to continue to review the reports in a timely manner.

In addition to those administrative issues, there are a number of general information issues that should be
addressed in the environmental site assessment reports that are submitted. These general information
issues are:

o Determination of the presence or absence of private or public water supplies located within a
2500 feet radius of the subject property; the locations of any identified water supplies within
2500 feet of the subject property should be included on a map.



¢ Evaluation of potential for vapors to impact either 1) building basements (both on and off the
property) and/or 2) utility corridors (both on and off the property). Whenever possible, site maps
should include locations of all utilities corridors (both public and private) that are on or adjacent
to the site.

o Determination of the appropriate classification of the project in the VRAP Public
Communication Decision Matrix. This document can be found at:
http://www.maine.gov/dep/rwm/vrap/vrappcmatrix.htm

e Submittal of a CD with all VRAP application documents, including reports and maps, in pdf
format. Additional documents and/or maps produced after the submittal of application must also
be submitted to the VRAP in pdf format.

If you follow this guidance when submitting your application, it will help the VRAP make timely
decisions regarding proposed actions at a property. Failure to follow the guidance may lead to an iterative
process of information sharing that will prolong final resolution of issues through VRAP.

Beginning immediately, this application guidance should be followed for all VRAP applications. An
electronic “Fill-In-Form” (Microsoft Word) of this application can be found on our website at:

Note: The initial application fee is still $500. Checks for fees should be made payable to the Treasurer,
State of Maine for deposit into the Maine Uncontrolled Sites Fund. All Department staff time for review
and oversight of VRAP activities will be assessed an hourly charge (not to exceed $50.00 per hour) for
actual direct and indirect costs will be assessed. Initial fee payments are non-refundable. VRAP
applicants will be invoiced for staff costs at the end of the project, or quarterly for projects that span
longer periods of time.
