Child Care Immunization Standards
These standards will apply to the following facilities: Child Care Center, Child Care Facility, Small Child Care Facility, Home Child Care, Public Pre-school Programs, Nursery Schools, Pre-K programs, Early Kindergarten, 4 year old programs or any child development programs under the control of the State Department of Education or under the control of the Office of Child Care and Head start.
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*Hepatitis B, Hepatitis A, Hib, Rotavirus and PCV13 are not required for kindergarten entry.

*Vaccination with PCV13 depends on the age of the child please call 287-3746 or 1-800-867-4775
  DTap-Diphtheria, Tetanus and Pertussis, MMR-Measles, Mumps and Rubella, Varicella 
  (chicken pox) and PCV13-Pneumoccal Disease

  ( ) indicated a shot is due if the child has not received one previously.

  (There is no catch-up schedule for rotavirus, if child has nor receive doses by 32 weeks of age, they do

    not get any.
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
