Most municipalities have instituted new ordinances or have begun enforcing existing ones regarding the operation of day care facilities, nursery school or child caring facilities.

The ordinances are usually in the area or zoning and could have an effect upon the operation of these types of facilities in the community where you reside.


The Child Care Licensing Unit requires that you provide documentation, where required by local code authorities, that the building and grounds are in compliance with zoning laws, building, plumbing, sanitation, electrical and other ordinances of the municipality in which the site is located.


It is recommended that providers check with their local municipal office to determine the need for a license, permit or special exception to operate the type of facility that they may be interested in operating or may already be operating.  This will help prevent conflicts between local and state regulations. Thank you for you expected cooperation.
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
