Public Hearing 
 
The Maine Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) announces that an application for 
a Certificate of Need (CON) has been received and certified as complete by the applicant. DHHS, 
CONU, has scheduled a public hearing on First Atlantic Healthcare’s proposal for the 
construction of a new Nursing Facility in Bucksport, Maine. CONU released its preliminary 
analysis of the project on March 7, 2012.
