	At birth
	HepB

	2 months
	HepB + DTaP + PCV + Hib + Polio + Rotavirus

	4 months
	DTaP + PCV + Hib + Polio + Rotavirus

	6 months
	HepB + DTaP + PCV + Polio +Hib + Rotavirus +Influenza

	12 months
	MMR  + Varicella + PCV + Hib + HepA

	18 months
	HepA + DTaP

	4 - 6 years
	MMR  + Varicella  + DTaP + Polio 
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HepB: hepatitis B, a serious liver disease.





DTaP: diphtheria, tetanus (lockjaw) and pertussis (whooping cough).





PCV: Pneumococcal conjugate vaccine protects against serious blood, lung and brain infection. 





Hib: Haemophilus influenzae type b, 


A serious brain and throat infection.





5.	Polio: a serious paralyzing disease.





6.	MMR: measles. mumps and rubella. 





7.	Varicella: also called chicken pox.





8.	HepA: hepatitis A, a serious liver disease. 





9.	Rotavirus: a serious diarrhea illness.
