As you have been aware, the Maine Immunization Program is working hard to bring our program into compliance with  Federal CDC standards. One of those expectations is that the program will have valid agreements in place prior to sending out vaccine.  For the past three years we have slowly tightened our process for distribution of the agreements, their review, and approval.  2009 will be the last year that we will extend the time for completion beyond January.

If your agreement has not been submitted as of February 13th your account will be made inactive and your facility will not be able to receive services supplied by our program, including vaccine reconciliation and vaccine ordering.  There is currently a two to three day turn around from receipt of the contract to approval, assuming no identified issue needing to be resolved.  Please plan accordingly and we look forward to serving you throughout 2009.
