As many of you are aware, there has been a shortage in the availability of Pentacel this year. While we anticipated that additional supply would be available in August, this is unfortunately not going to be the case. Due to some delays in anticipated lot releases, additional doses are now anticipated to be available in September rather than August. Currently, MIP has no Pentacel available for order.

Because of the delayed release of Pentacel, we anticipate the supply of Sanofi’s HIB-containing vcaccines to be tight during the month of August as well. We do not anticipate this being a concern beyond August.

Finally, CDC has lifted the allocation of Pediarix and we anticipate filling orders with no difficulty.

Thank you for your dedication to keeping the citizens of Maine free from vaccine-preventable diseases.
