User Agreement-School Specific
This agreement outlines the responsibilities of both ImmPact users and the Maine Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (MeCDC), and the Maine Immunization Program, (MIP) with regard to:
1. Confidentiality of ImmPact Data

2. Uses of ImmPact data

3. Training and support

4. Technical support for ImmPact functions

Confidentiality of ImmPact Data


The User agrees to the following:
1. To uphold their legal responsibilities under the State’s confidentiality laws, ImmPact Confidentiality Policy     provided and all other applicable Federal laws relating to the confidentiality and use of patient information.

Note:  The user understands that violations of the ImmPact Confidentiality Policy will result in termination   of the offender’s access login and will be referred to the State Attorney General’s office.  The ImmPact Confidentiality Policy is available through MIP.

2. To utilize ImmPact only for the purpose of obtaining information of their students.

3. To keep passwords private and confidential and not to allow other staff members to use their password to access ImmPact.

4. To notify the Bureau of Health, Immunization Program upon termination of employment or cessation as an ImmPact user.

The BOH, MIP agrees to the following:
1. Abide by all applicable Federal and State laws regarding the use, confidentiality and release of information stored in ImmPact.

2. Develop and disseminate new/updated policies and procedures regarding Confidentiality, users of ImmPact data.
Uses of Data by the BOH, MIP
The BOH, MIP agrees not to release or publish aggregate data identifiable to a specific provider without the provider without the provider’s written consent except as otherwise required by law.

Training Support

The BOH, MIP agrees to provide:
1. On-site or telephone training to the User(s) on the ImmPact Program.
2. A hard copy user manual according to site needs with periodic updates.

3. A staffed “Help Desk” for troubleshooting, questions and answers.  This will be accessed through a toll free number during regular business hours.

Technical Support

The BOH, MIP agrees to:
1. Maintain and support the ImmPact database.

Note:  The practice or site is responsible for maintaining their equipment/hardware used to access  ImmPact used by their practice for purposes other than ImmPact.
2. Provide on-site assistance in assessing the necessary methods/options for connecting to ImmPact.

3. Disseminate notification of upgrades to the ImmPact program.
