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INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING 2012 POST SECONDARY SCHOOL IMMUNIZATION SURVEY
· Total enrollment: Enter the total number for all full-time and part-time students, regardless of age enrolled either full-time or part-time in a degree, diploma, or graduate program 
· Number of students required to meet immunization requirements: Enter the number of students born after 1956  and enrolled either full-time or part-time in a degree, diploma, or graduate program 
Immunization requirements for post-secondary students are as follows:

· MEASLES: 
Two doses of live virus vaccine administered after the student’s first birthday 
· RUBELLA:
Two doses of rubella vaccine administered after the student’s first birthday
· MUMPS:
Two doses of mumps vaccine administered after the student’s first birthday 
· TETANUS/DIPHTHERIA:
 One dose of diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis (DTP); or diphtheria,   tetanus(DT); or tetanus, diphtheria (Td) or tetanus, diphtheria, pertussis (Tdap) administered within 10 years prior to enrollment.
· Students with laboratory evidence of disease immunity (i.e. serologic test results indicating immunity) should be counted as appropriately vaccinated
· Enter the number of students with religious, medical, or personal/philosophical exemptions separately in each field
· Enter the number of students who do not meet the minimum requirements (i.e. no laboratory evidence of immunity, no written exemption, incomplete dosage) in the ‘Number of students not in compliance” field
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
