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Public Health Unit

The Maine District Maine CDC Units are Maine Centers for Disease Control and Prevention staff that works at the local level to deliver certain public health functions.  Midcoast District Public Health Unit staff  include:

· Public Health Nurses: conduct visits for latent TB infection, child growth and development, child lead poisoning, elderly health assessment and maternal/child health home visits;  provide population health services such as, vaccination clinics; participate in addressing disaster preparedness or local infectious disease outbreaks; and participate in identifying needs and gaps in access to care in the community.

· District Field Epidemiologists: provide local surveillance and investigation of infectious disease outbreaks.

· Health Inspectors:  inspect and license a variety of facilities such as eating establishments, lodging facilities, swimming pools, and youth camps; work closely with municipal code enforcement officers; and assist in investigating outbreaks.
