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	Injury Facts for Maine Residents
Between 2004-2008, thousands of Maine residents were impacted by injuries and suicides. Although we do not know how many people were treated without going to a hospital, we do know:
Hospitalizations - each year there are:
· More than 8,000 hospitalizations for injuries. 

· Over 180,000 visits for injuries to Maine emergency rooms. 

· 3.900 hospitalizations for unintentional falls; 70% of these involved people aged 65 and older.

· 914 hospitalizations for injuries caused by motor vehicle crashes. 

· Over 1,100 hospitalizations for self-inflicted injuries. 

· 370 hospitalizations for unintentional poisoning.

Deaths:
· Injury was the leading cause of death among 1-44 year olds and a significant cause of death among people of all ages. An average of 775 Maine residents died from injuries each year.
· An average of 176 Maine residents died by suicide each year. 
· An average of 172 Maine residents died in motor vehicle traffic crashes each year.
· Other leading causes of injury deaths were unintentional poisoning and falls.
