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Public Law, Chapter 193, LD 1237

This law establishes registration requirements for the filing of a delayed marriage and a presumptive death in Maine.

Title 22 §660 provides parties to a marriage, or their legal representatives, to apply for a delayed certificate of marriage one year from the date the marriage was performed in the event their marriage certificate was never filed in a municipal office and/or Vital Statistics.  The language requires parties to complete a delayed application, provide a copy of the marriage intentions, if available, and pay the required filing fee.  

Upon receipt of a certified copy of a court order, Title 22 §2848 allows the state registrar of Vital Statistics to register a presumed death certificate for an individual that passed away in Maine but no body had been located. The new law will also allow Vital Statistics to develop or update Department rules to provide individuals with a procedure and a list of other acceptable documents that can be used to assist parties in recreating a marriage or death that has never been filed in a municipal office and/or Vital Statistics.  
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
