Minutes 

Present: Sharon Leahy-Lind, District Public Health Liaison-York, Maine CDC, DHHS; Deb Erickson-Iron, Choose to be Healthy Partnership in York Hospital;  Maryanna Arsenault, Pres. Welcome and Introductions:

A motion was made to accept the July 15 and August 26, 2009 minutes of the Executive Committee meetings for the York District Public Health Council. The motion was seconded and all approved. Minutes were accepted.
Updates:
Rob Yandow resigned from his position as Chair of York District Public Health Council, and State Coordinating Council. Ted Trainer Council Co-Chair of YDPHC will serve as the interim Chair until new chair is elected. 
Megan Rochelo is the State Coordinating Council representative from the YDPHC; an alternate representative to the SCC is needed. 
Mission and Vision: 
In order to keep members engaged, the group discussed the need to further define the specific role and goals of the YDPHC; and to also define the important contributions each member contributes from their respective field. This expertise is what helps the YDPHC move toward its goals and objectives. Suggestions were made for designing a brochure that provides information about the YDPHC vision and mission and the Council’s accomplishments and events. A compilation of this information will help to promote the YDPHC in a more comprehensive way. This will be brought before the Full Council on November 18 at the LPHSA Report Back.
SCC:
At the most recent SCC meeting, Dr. Dora Mills gave an extensive update on H1N1 discussions on the State Health Plan and funding coming in under the ARRA. An RFP will be coming out from the state in search of community partners. A conference call will be convened on October 8th to provide more information on the proposal, as well as an overview on funds available. Overall opportunities for funding include a partnership between two communities for two years working on physical activity, nutrition, and tobacco initiatives. It was unclear if districts could apply as a community for the grants. This could be an important opportunity for York District.  
H1N1:

For the moment, the current thinking is to get the vaccine into the schools and build an immunization infrastructure by establishing the schools as the permanent site for all vaccinations in the community.  If mass vaccinations are in order, then the schools would be asked to provide the site for community clinics. The members of the YDPHC agreed that this would be a good idea.
Sharon noted-at this time not all sites were chosen to be ship-to-sites for H1N1. The sites accepted will receive a packet with instructions on how to order the H1N1 vaccine.

Megan Rochelo will draft an email invitation for the November 18 meeting.

Sharon will report back to Augusta in reference to the suggestion that 211 be the main contact point for linking the community to resources surrounding H1N1 vaccination.

Michelle Ramirez will draft a final document with notes from the September 16 Quarterly Full Council.
All members will work on recruiting new members to the YDPHC.
