Updates
York Vector Borne Illness Prevention Collaborative 
Rob Yandow thought it would work best for Kathy Geinseimer from Maine CDC to propose three dates to Jonathan Carter (Kittery) and himself for convening York District Municipalities for an Integrated Pest Management Discussion.  
Action:  Sharon will contact Kathy and ask her to propose three dates to Rob and Jonathan.
Local Public Health System Assessment

Action: The next meeting for LPHSA Advisory Committee is scheduled for Tuesday, January 13, 2009 from 11:00-1:00pm.
Dec 11 Joint Meeting SCC & ACHSD
Deb Erickson Irons stated that Dora Anne Mills (State Health Officer, Maine CDC, DHHS) and Trish Riley (Director, Maine Governor's Office of Health Policy and Finance) are key partners with Health Access and Disease Prevention Promotion to help inform the Legislature about SCC & ACHSD goals.
Action:  Deb will send appropriate forms to Dora and Trish for their review.
Contract DCC funds 
With DCC funds in conjunction UNE’s Coastal Healthy Communities Coalition and Healthy Maine Partnerships, the DCC was able to contract hire Andrea Danielson for administrative details.
Emergency Preparedness Task Force 
The DHHS commissioner visited York District to discuss status of DHHS within the District.  Bob Bohlmann, Director, York County Emergency Management Agency, wants to initiate a voluntary database to track the District’s vulnerable population in an emergency.  Some target questions emerged:

How can the District detect vulnerable populations and identify them?

When is an emergency big enough to waive confidentiality? 

Also, emergency volunteers are now being recruited for local public health branches to become part of the Medical Reserve Corps (MRC) at Maine Medical Center (MMC).  
Action: Research the Model State Emergency Health Powers Act (MSEHPA) drafted by Larry Gostin/CDC to see if applicable for this database. Check status of MRC recruits.
 Dates for Unnatural Causes
The viewing of the Unnatural Causes documentary are March 9, 2009 from 1:00-3:00PM in Biddeford/Saco (possibly at UNE) and on March 17th from 1:00-3:00PM at the York Public Library.  There was input by EC members as to how to expand awareness of issues pertaining to the viewing of Unnatural Causes including: post-viewing group discussion, possible numerous screening, audience evaluation and suggestions on how to disseminate this public health information, possible involvement of NAACP Health Committee and Office of Minority Health of Maine.  
Defining Public Health

EC members continue to review the definition of public health.  Rob noted that the definition should be aligned with the state health plan and possible preamble to the YDPHC definition.  Several EC members cited that the definition needs to include the purpose for defining public health and non-specific terminology for general public comprehension.  Also, Marc stated that by physically labeling objects connected with public health a visual image is created and it is helpful for people’s understanding of the concept.
Action: EC members will make edits and suggestions to the draft definition for public health. 
Recruitment for Vacant EC Seat

Recruitment for the vacant EC seat continues.  The EC members mentioned some names yet are strongly looking to add school representation either in Old Orchard Beach or Sanford school districts.

Exit off of Maine Turnpike/95 at exit 36 (Saco/OOB).  This exit turns into a spur and you want Exit 2B (Portland Road / Route 1 North).  This will put you on Rt 1 headed north.  Once on Rt 1, take a right at the light onto Ross Road.  NOTE:  This is almost an immediate right after you get off the highway.  The entrance to University Health Care is the first left off of Ross Road. The sign out front has both University Health Care and the Veterans Administration on it. Our building is a large green building (half is a brand new facility; the other half is an old colonial house).  Park in the large patient parking lot on your right and go in the front doors (main entrance).  Go through the door on your left and up a set of stairs.  The conference room is through the doors directly in front of you at the first landing.  There is an elevator as well if needed.

For those not coming from Portland, take Route 1 North through Biddeford and Saco. You will pass Hannaford on the left and the road to OOB on the right.  Go straight through that light and under the underpass - stay on Route 1 North.  At the next light is Ross Road - take a right and proceed as in the above paragraph. 

For those coming from Portland on Rt 1, take Route 1 South through Scarborough to Saco. Just before you get the interstate entrance you will get to a light and The Hill Top motel will be on your right. This light is the intersection of Ross Road and Route 1. Take a left onto Ross Road and proceed as in the above paragraph. 
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
