Let me now give you some background and introductions for our three speakers and then allow them to begin:

Trish Riley
Trish Riley is the Director of the Maine Governor's Office of Health Policy and Finance. Prior to joining the Governor’s staff, she served as president of the nonprofit Center for Health Policy Development and the executive director of its National Academy for State Health Policy.

Previously Ms. Riley served in appointive positions under four Maine governors as well as Executive Director of the Maine Committee on Aging; Director of the Bureau of Maine's Elderly; Director, Bureau of Medical Services; and, Associate Deputy Commissioner of Health and Medical Services. She served on the Kaiser Commission on the Future of Medicaid and on the Board of Directors of the National Committee for Quality Assurance.

She has chaired the National Task Force on Medicaid Managed Care, representing Congress, federal government, consumers, states, plans, and providers; the Health Care Financing Administration’s (HCFA's) Medical Directors' Group which helped create the Quality Assurance Reform Initiative for Medicaid Managed Care; and the HCFA-supported Work Group for Quality Improvement Systems for Medicare and Medicaid.

Dr. Dora Anne Mills
Dr. Dora Anne Mills has been the state’s chief health officer and director of the Maine Center for Disease Control and Prevention (Bureau of Health) since 1996. She has practiced medicine in Africa, Los Angeles, and Farmington, Maine. A passionate advocate for the well being of Maine people, she has used her position and communication skills to educate Mainers on some of the state’s most pressing health issues, including smoking, obesity, and poor nutrition.
Under her leadership came the initiative the Partnership for a Tobacco-Free Maine, where the state undertook a serious and aggressive campaign to cut smoking rates. Dr. Mills also has worked on programs to reduce obesity, particularly among young people, and led a highly successful vaccine campaign this past flu season to minimize the effects of H1N1 flu in Maine through a strategy to focus on vaccinating children in school settings, resulting in some of the highest vaccine uptake rates in the country. 
Mark Griswold

Mark Griswold is the director of the Office of Local Public Health at the Maine Center for Disease Control and Prevention. This office involves direction and strategic planning for the new public health district infrastructure, including the management of the efforts of the eight public health liaisons as well as support for the activities of the District Coordinating Councils, the State Coordinating Council, and the Healthy Maine Partnerships Leadership Council.  

Mark also manages the efforts of the Office of Rural Health and Primary Care, and is responsible for spearheading the improved training and mentorship of the Local Health Officers.  Mark has a background in epidemiology and community health through work with the HIV, STD and Viral Hepatitis Program at the Maine CDC.
