RE:	Reasonable and Prudent Parent Standard

Effective August 1st, 2016 Children’s Residential Treatment providers (CRT) will be required to have a minimum of one (1) trained staff, physically present at all times when youth are present in all CRT facilities to administer the Reasonable and Prudent Parenting Standard. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In September 2014, Congress passed the "Preventing Sex Trafficking and Strengthening Families "Act (Public Law 113-183; H.R. 4980). The Preventing Sex Trafficking and Strengthening Families Act established the "reasonable and prudent parenting" standard.

The Reasonable and Prudent Parent Standard is defined as careful and sensible parental decisions that maintain a child's health, safety, and best interest while at the same time encouraging the child's emotional and developmental growth, that a caregiver must use when determining whether to allow a child in out-of-home placement under the responsibility of the state to participate in extracurricular, enrichment, and social activities.

The Reasonable and Prudent Parent Standard includes cultural, social, enrichment, and/or extracurricular activities that are age and developmentally appropriate. The CRT providers are responsible for training their staff on making sound decisions for the youth in their care.  Online, on-demand, training will be made available to all providers by Thursday June 23rd, 2016 on the following webpage:

Administrative Requirments:

1. An acknowledgement of the 24/7 staffing requriment shall be signed by each Children’s Residential Treatment agency and kept on file by OCFS
2. An acknowledgement of completed training must be included in the personnel file for each current and new personnel identified by the provider for Children’s Residential Treatment.
