Percentage of patients 18 years of age and older who were diagnosed with major depression and treated with antidepressant medication, and who remained on antidepressant medication
treatment. Two rates are reported.

a. Percentage of patients who remained on an antidepressant medication for at least 84 days (12 weeks).

b. Percentage of patients who remained on an antidepressant medication for at least 180 days (6 months).

Clinical Processes/ Effectiveness

Percentage of children 6-12 years of age and newly dispensed a medication for attention-deficit/ hyperactivity disorder (ADHD) who had appropriate follow-up care. Two rates are reported.
a. Percentage of children who had one follow-up visit with a practitioner with prescribing authority during the 30-Day Initiation Phase.

This measure identifies pregnant women who had a HBsAg (hepatitis B) test during their pregnancy.

Adult patients age 18 and older with major depression or dysthymia and an initial PHQ-9 score > 9 who demonstrate remission at twelve months defined as PHQ-9 score less than 5. This
measure applies to both patients with newly diagnosed and existing depression whose current PHQ-9 score indicates a need for treatment.

Adult patients age 18 and older with the diagnosis of major depression or dysthymia who have a PHQ-9 tool administered at least once during a 4 month period in which there was a
qualifying visit.

Percentage of children, ages 0-20 years, who have had tooth decay or cavities during the measurement period.

Clinical Processes/ Effectiveness

Percentage of patient visits for those patients aged 6 through 17 years with a diagnosis of major depressive disorder with an assessment for suicide risk.

Patient Safety

The percentage of children who turned 6 months of age during the measurement year, who had a face-to-face visit between the clinician and the child during child’s first 6 months, and who
had a maternal depression screening for the mother at least once between 0 and 6 months of life.

Population and Public Health

Percentage of children, age 0-20 years, who received a fluoride varnish application during the measurement period.

Clinical Processes/ Effectiveness

Percentage of patients aged 20 through 79 years whose risk factors have been assessed and a fasting LDL-C test has been performed.

Percentage of patients aged 20 through 79 years who had a fasting LDL-C test performed and whose risk-stratified fasting LDL-C is at or below the recommended LDL-C goal.

Percentage of patients aged 18 years and older with primary total hip arthroplasty (THA) who completed baseline and follow-up (patient-reported) functional status assessments.

Percentage of patients aged 65 years and older with heart failure who completed initial and follow-up patient-reported functional status assessments

Patient and Family Engagement

Average percentage of time in which patients aged 18 and older with atrial fibrillation who are on chronic warfarin therapy have International Normalized Ratio (INR) test results within the
therapeutic range (i.e., TTR) during the measurement period.

Patient Safety

Percentage of patients aged 18 years and older seen during the reporting period who were screened for high blood pressure AND a recommended follow-up plan is documented based on the
current blood pressure (BP) reading as indicated
