Dear MaineCare Member:

· As of August 1, 2010, MaineCare will make changes to services known as Rehabilitation; these are for members who have had a brain injury.  
· The changes to these services are being made in two ways, and are being made both to save money and to improve the way you receive these services. Members will no longer be able to receive Rehabilitation twenty-two (22) hours per week but can get services up to eighteen (18) hours per week.  Services that are medically necessary and in the treatment plan may be able to be offered to the member at the same time, instead of one service at a time.
