A Way to Get MaineCare 

for 

Children with Serious 

Health Conditions
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Katie Beckett is a MaineCare benefit for children with serious health conditions.  Katie Beckett kids do not qualify for any other MaineCare benefit.  Children with Katie Beckett coverage get full MaineCare benefits, the same benefit that all MaineCare children get.
Families must pay monthly premiums to get the Katie Beckett benefit.

To get the MaineCare Katie Beckett benefit your child must:
1. be under age 19
2. be living at home

3. meet two MaineCare medical rules:

· need the “level of care” given in  a medical or psychiatric hospital, nursing home, or intermediate care facility for children with mental retardation, autism or other developmental disabilities
· be found to have physical or mental disabilities under Social Security disability rules.  The disabilities must be expected to continue for at least 12 months
4. meet one MaineCare financial rule:

· your child’s income and assets must be lower than the DHHS limits.  The parents’ income or assets are not counted.
Call your local DHHS office if you have questions about the Katie Beckett benefit. Ask to speak with the Katie Beckett Eligibility Specialist.  The phone numbers and addresses are listed on the back of this brochure.

How do I apply?
1. Get the MaineCare application and the Medical Review Team disability packet by calling or visiting your local DHHS office.  (See back of this brochure for addresses and phone numbers.)
2. Complete the application in your name.  Complete the disability packet in your child’s name.  

3. Return both to your local DHHS office in person or by mail.
What happens after I apply for Katie Beckett?  
1. The Eligibility Specialist in your local office will decide if your child meets the MaineCare financial rules.
2. The Medical Review Team will gather your child’s medical or psychiatric records and decide if your child meets the Social Security disability rules.  If your child already has been found disabled by Social Security, then this step can be skipped.
3. You will get a call to set up a time for you and your child to meet with a nurse.   This visit is part of the process to make sure your child meets the MaineCare “level of care” medical rules.
4. DHHS will send you a letter to let you know if your child meets all the rules.  

What if I disagree with the DHHS decision?  
1. If you have new or additional information about your child, you have the right to request that DHHS review its decision.
You also have the right to request an administrative hearing.  You can do this by calling MaineCare Member Services at 1-800-977-6740, or by using our TTY/TDD at 1-800-977-6741.  You can also write to MaineCare Member Services, P.O. Box 709, Augusta, ME 04332 to request a hearing.
What if I am paying both private insurance and Katie Beckett premiums?

The Private Health Insurance Premium (PHIP) benefit may help you save money if you are paying both a private health insurance and a Katie Beckett premium.  Depending on your family’s income, this benefit may be cost-effective for you.  To see if you qualify, contact the PHIP office below.
