Good News!

Starting May 1, 2005, a new group of adults can get MaineCare health coverage.

The new group is parents and stepparents who have:

· children under age 18 living with them; and 

· household income between 150% and 200% of the Federal Poverty Level (FPL); and

· assets of $2000 or less.

Not all income and assets are counted.  For example, if you have an asset like a house, car, or savings account, you still may be able to get coverage.
