Medicaid Advisory Committee – May 4, 2010

Ana Hicks called the meeting to order, and invited everyone to introduce himself. 

Rule Status Update
Patty Dushuttle gave an update on MaineCare rules that are in the public comment period or were recently adopted.  (See handout.)  She also discussed with the group the waivers that have been submitted to the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) for approval.  

Office of Integrated Access and Support (OIAS) Update 

Ron Bansmer reported on the enrollment of non-categorical (child-less) adults: as of March 31, 2010, 12,334 were enrolled and as of May 4, 2010, 16,528 were on the waiting list.  OIAS has set an enrollment schedule for the rest of 2010.  By the end of 2010, the goal is to reach out to everyone who signed onto the waiting list before December 2009.  

Sub-committee Reports

Mary Lou Dyer reported from the Children’s Services sub-committee.  When Section 27 expires on August 1, 2010, there will likely be a gap in services for certain members who will not be eligible for coverage under Section 28..  The sub-committee is working with providers to make this shift, and to minimize any lapse in services.  

The Transportation sub-committee met earlier today.  Representatives from emergency medical services and non-emergency services were present at the meeting.  The Maine Department of Transportation discussed their role and gave background information.  The group has begun reviewing the marketing materials that transportation agencies are using.  
CMS has requested more information from MaineCare about its requested transportation waiver, Patty Dushuttle reported.   This waiver would allow MaineCare to purchase bus passes for members and to allow providers to serve both as broker and provider of services.  

Managed Care
Tony Marple gave a presentation about MaineCare’s managed care initiative.  (See handout.)  The group discussed how the project would solicit stakeholder input.  They discussed the need to ensure that MaineCare members are fully engaged throughout the entire process.  It still hasn’t been decided when and how to gather input from populations and organizations who represent certain populations, such as people with disabilities (SSI-related and Katie Beckett) and dual eligibles, who will be phased into managed care after parents and children. 
Other Business
For the committee’s next meeting, Brenda McCormick will give a presentation about the changes to Prior Authorization; Robin Chacon will give an update on MaineCare’s new claims system; and Kathy Bubar will be invited to discuss LD 1804.
