-2200 to 2300 people have been assessed in Appendix C.

-If more than 50% are in the facility for behavioral health, there is a question as to whether the facility is an IMD.

MaineCare Redesign
There is a meeting today from 1-4.  December 11th, there is an official public hearing that starts at 1pm.  There will be recommendations for short term, mid-term, and long term that the group will make.  There is more information listed on the website as well as important data that is available for the public to view.  The goal of the group is to save 5.2 million dollars.  Realistically, savings will come out of the last quarter of this fiscal year.  There will be a 3-6 month timeline on implementations.
