	Grace announced he is now a consumer Statewide rep. and will no longer be representing 100 Pine Street.  He brought Scott Rice with him, who will be an alternate representative for 100 Pine St. after elections are held.  
Grace gave the following WRAP report:  In the 1st quarter there were 80 applications but only 29 approved. In the 2nd quarter there were 68 applications with 49 approved.  It was stated that 35% of applications were approved in the first quarter and this increased to 63% in the 2nd quarter.  Other items included agencies who requested funds, the number of requests submitted and the number approved.  Grace reported the top needs were glasses, dental and hearing, auto and debt help.  
Grace also talked about the problem of people not submitting receipts that matched applications.  A memo has been drafted and will be sent to CSN members.

ACTION – Grace will send this memo to Linda Kinney so she can forward it to the CSN group.
Patricia Salvator is the new employee specialist.  She introduced herself and described what she has been doing since starting her new job.
There was no crisis meeting this quarter.  A new meeting is being planned.
