
Instructions for Harvester Catch Form H2007C 
A.  Header Information:  

● Harvester Name: Print name legibly as it appears on your license. 
● State License #: Enter state license number(s) for which you are reporting. 
● Phone: Enter a phone number where you may be reached if the form has not been filled out correctly. 
● Send More Logbooks: Check box if you need more forms. 

● Vessel Name: Enter name of boat (if applicable). 
● Hull ID: Enter state vessel registration number or Coast Guard documentation number of boat (if applicable). 
● Year: Enter year of harvest.   
● Month: Enter month of harvest. Use one form per month.    
● Did Not Fish This Month: Check this box if you did not fish for any species for the month.  Do not fill out negative reports 
for future months unless you are certain you will not be harvesting at that time. 

 
B.  Positive Report Information:  If you did attempt to harvest marine species, fill out the following:  
Note: use separate lines for each change in gear type, area fished, species, dealer/use or port landed. Do not fill out data for days 
you are only setting out gear; only record the days when you actively fished, even if you did not catch anything.  If you report for 
multiple fisheries, put all catches for one month of one form; do not fill out separate forms for each fishery. 

● Day:  Enter the harvest date.   
● # Of Crew:  Number of people including the captain.  If you harvested with another licensed person who is also reporting 
this catch, put your individual catches and efforts on separate forms; do not each send in the total amount you caught together, 
as this would result in double reporting.  When you split your catches, put the crew as 1. 
● Gear Type:  Using the gear code list provided (Table 1), enter the code for the type of gear used.   
●  Gear Quantity: Enter the quantity of gear used; if you are hauling pots/traps, enter the number of traps hauled that day 
(e.g., if you used 2 fyke nets, enter 2 here; if you hauled 300 traps, enter 300 here).  See Attachment 1 for explanation. 
●  # Of Sets: Enter the number of sets, tows or strings hauled.  See Attachment 1 for explanation.   
●  Set Time (hrs): Enter the average number of hours your gear fished.  If entering a different time unit (e.g. days), indicate as 
such. 
●  Total Gear In Water: Enter the total amount of gear that you had in the water on that day.  Skip this if you skipped Gear 
Quantity above.  
●  Depth (FA): Enter the average depth of the gear in fathoms (if applicable). 
●  Area fished:  See Attachment 2 for requirements by fishery. 
●  Sea Time: Estimate the total harvest time in hours, including travel to and from the harvest location. 
●  Species (& length for HAL): Using the code list provided (Table 3), enter the code for the type of species caught, 
including bycatch.  If you made an effort to harvest, but did not catch anything, put NO CATCH here.  Seaweed harvesters: 
after the species code, include the letter “A” if the seaweed was attached or “D” if it was detached.  Halibut harvesters: after 
the species code, enter the length of the halibut caught.  Record all fish on separate lines, including sub-legal fish that were 
caught and released.  Tag numbers go in the pounds field. 
●  Pounds: Enter the estimated pounds of the catch in its landed condition or whole weight if it is an at-sea discard.  Seaweed 
harvesters: enter wet pounds.   
●  Dealer Lic # Or Use Code: If you sold the catch to a dealer, enter the dealer license number here.  If you did not sell to a 
dealer, enter the use code (Table 2) to define the fate of the catch.  If you held the catch from multiple trips before selling it to 
the dealer indicated, put * next to the dealer license number to indicate it was not sold that day, but held over (or carred) and 
then sold at a later date.   
●  Port Landed (Town): Enter the port where the catch was landed.  For intertidal species (eel & seaweed), enter the town 
where the species was harvested.  If you harvested in different towns on the same day, use separate lines for each town. 
Halibut harvesters: enter the tag number on fish you tagged or fish recaptured with a tag. 

 
C.  Signature: Sign. 
 
D.  Comments: If you harvest species, use a gear or have a use code that is not included on these lists, note it here. 
 
Reports are due on a monthly basis by the 10th of the following month.  All information reported to the DMR is protected by 12 
M.R.S.A. §6173 and Chapter 5 regulation.

Fishery Requirements for Area Fished 
Green crab For your traps hauled that day, record the statistical area (467, 511, 512 or 513), lobster 

management zone (A-G) and distance from shore as described by (0-3 mi, 3-12 mi, or 12+ 
mi).  Distance from shore is the estimation of nautical miles from the closest land mass, 
including islands (this indicates if you are fishing in territorial waters or beyond).*
