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DMR passed a new regulation that requires 10% of lobster/crab harvesters (including non-commercial 
harvesters) to report catch and effort information to DMR.  Below are some common questions that DMR 
has received regarding this requirement and DMR’s responses.  The DMR sincerely hopes that harvesters 
provide the most accurate data possible.  These data will help fishery managers and industry advisers make 
informed decisions on the Maine lobster fishery in the future.  These decisions can only be as good as the 
information provided to make them.  The regulation can be accessed online at: 
http://www.maine.gov/dmr/index.htm (follow links to DMR regulations and choose Chapter 8 regulations). 

 
Q. When will the new mandatory reporting start? 
A. January 1, 2008 for the 10% of lobster harvesters chosen. 

 
Q. Who is eligible to be selected to report?  
A. Ten percent of Maine commercial and non-commercial lobster harvesters. 

 
Q. How does the DMR choose which lobster harvester is required to report?    
A. Harvesters are randomly selected.  Each year, 10% of lobster and crab fishing license holders, except 

lobster apprentices, from each zone and by license type are selected to file monthly reports for the 
following calendar year.  Latent license holders are included in the random selection.  No individual can 
be selected to report in two consecutive years.  The only exception to this rule is that all Monhegan 
Island Lobster Conservation Area license holders (except apprentices) must report each year.   

 
Q. Why are Maine lobster harvesters required to report this information? 
A. Harvester reporting is an ASMFC requirement and DMR feels this is valuable information to collect.  

Dealer reporting does not include effort information such as traps hauled, soak time, depth, and area 
fished.  Currently our estimates of participation and effort in the lobster fishery are based on the number 
of licenses and tags sold and limited sampling programs that likely under-represent the industry.  Having 
a representative group of harvesters contribute effort information will inform everyone on the likely 
impact of any decision on the resource and harvester.  Our ability to positively impact the resource and 
harvesters depends on the best available information.   

 
Q. What kind of information is the DMR requiring? 
A. The following information must be included for each trip in each monthly report filed by fishermen 

selected to report who actually fished during the monthly reporting period:  
 
�  Harvester name as it appears on the 

harvesting license and license 
number; 

�  Boat name and hull ID; 
�  Date fished; 
�  Number of people on the boat, 

captain and crew; 
�  Gear type and number of traps 

hauled; 
�  Set time in terms of hours that the 

gear soaked; 
�  Total number of traps in the water; 
�  Depth the gear was set; 

�  Statistical area, lobster zone, and 
distance from shore (0-3 miles, 3-12 
miles, or 12+ miles) where the gear 
hauled this trip was fished; 

�  Time at sea, including travel;  
�  Pounds of all species landed; 
�  License number of dealer the catch 

was sold to or, if not sold to a 
licensed dealer, what happened to 
the catch including whether the 
catch was carred; 

�  Port landed; and 
�  Reporting harvester's signature 

either written or electronic. 
 

If there was no harvesting activity, harvesters must submit a “did not harvest” report for the month. The 
complete regulations describing these requirements may be viewed online as referenced above. 
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Q. How frequently are lobster harvesters to submit reports? 
A. Reports must be filed once each month.  They are due by the 10th of the following month.  For example, 

January's report is due by Feb. 10th.  Compliance is gauged by when the DMR receives the report, and all 
reports are date stamped when they are received at DMR.  Harvesters may fax their reports to (207) 633-
9579.  They may e-mail them to Rob.Watts@maine.gov.  They may send paper reports through the regular 
mail to:  DMR Landings Program, PO Box 8, West Boothbay Harbor, ME 04575.  Or they may hand-deliver 
them to the DMR office in West Boothbay Harbor. 

 
Q. What happens if I am chosen and do not report? 
A. Harvesters selected to file mandatory reports who fail to file monthly may be unable to renew their lobster 

license the following year. 
 

Q. How many people will have access to the reported information?  Will my name be attached to these data?  
Does DMR enter the data or an outside contractor? 

A. Limited personnel within the DMR have full access to the data.  Logbook information is permanently linked 
to the harvester.  The harvester's name is not electronically stored with the data.  However, a harvester ID 
is assigned to each fisherman and this ID is stored with the catch and effort data.  The harvester ID is not 
the license number.  The DMR is entering all data.  All landings are protected as confidential according to 
12 M.R.S.A §6173 and Chapter 5 regulations.  Data released to the public are summarized such that no 
information is released in a manner that identifies any individual or business.  

 
Q. I am not very active in the fishery; wouldn’t it be better to find another harvester that is more active than 

me? 
A. No, DMR wants your information if you were chosen.  This reporting requirement includes all license types 

that can fish traps and in order to get a true representation of the effort by the entire lobster fishery, we 
need to get a true representation of all the different types of activity (including understanding how much of 
the fishery is part-time or inactive). 

 
Q. What if I fish on another person’s boat and do not have traps of my own? 
A. Harvesters selected are to only report on their own traps.  If you are sterning for another boat and were 

selected for this reporting requirement but do not fish your own traps, fill out a negative report for the entire 
year. 
 

Q. You have sent me a letter stating that I should report by submitting Federal Vessel Trip Reports (VTR’s), 
but I do not have to report to National Marine Fisheries Service.   

A. Contact Rob Watts to correct the federal permit information DMR has; DMR will then send you the state 
reporting form.  If you have certain federal permits (e.g. multispecies, scallop, herring, monkfish, dogfish, 
etc.), NMFS requires lobster landings to be sent to them even if you are only lobster fishing in state waters.  
Knowing this, DMR is trying to reduce duplicative reporting by accepting the federal VTR instead of 
requiring you to double report.   

 
Q. I pay my help in lobsters, should I put down the amount of lobsters the boat caught that day or the amount I 

personally sold?  Won’t the poundage be different between my numbers and the dealers’ numbers? 
A. Put down the total poundage the boat caught from your traps.  Dealers have been instructed to submit all 

landings by licensed harvester – so dealers buying from sternmen are instructed to report that poundage 
under the captain’s name.   
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Q. There are only 25 sheets per logbook and I sometimes have more than 25 trips a month; won’t I need more 

than one logbook?  What if I have to report for other fisheries as well? 
A. Each individual sheet has 17 lines and there are 25 sheets per logbook.  Do not fill out one sheet per 

day.  Use all the lines on one sheet before using another sheet.  You could feasibly put 17 trips on each 
sheet, thus only needing two sheets per month.  If you are also required to use this logbook for other DMR 
licenses/permits (e.g. if you have to report shrimp, halibut, bait gillnet, etc.), put all of your landings for that 
month on one form – do not fill out separate forms for each fishery.  If DMR receives a “Did Not Harvest” 
report from you for one month, we will assume it is for ALL of the fisheries for which you are required to 
report.

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On October 5, 2007, NOAA Fisheries Service issued a final rule implementing new measures to further 
reduce the risk of entangling large whales in fishing gear along the East Coast. 
 
The final rule has multiple components.  In brief:  
 
Effective April 5, 2008  
 

·  Northern Gulf of Maine exemption line implemented  
·  DAMs are eliminated 
·  All fixed gear fisheries added 
·  Weak links (no greater than 600 lbs) on all flotation devices and/or weighted devices attached to the 

buoy line are required 
 
Effective October 5, 2008  
 

·  Sinking  and/or neutrally buoyant groundlines required outs ide of the Maine exemption line 
(attachment of flotation devices is prohibited) 

 
For a full list of the management measures, please reference the NOAA website at 
http://www.nero.noaa.gov/nero/hotnews/whalesfr/ and click on Final Rule Small Entity Compliance Guide. 
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The Department of Marine Resources has submitted an alternative proposal to the Atlantic Large Whale 
Take Reduction Plan to NOAA Fisheries and Maine’s Congressional Delegation.  If accepted, this proposal 
will replace the mandatory sinking groundline requirement with low-profile groundline for use in the state 
waters outside the exemption line and for area specific federal waters.  This groundline is proving to be an 
operationally viable gear modification that would concurrently reduce the risk of groundline entanglements 
and prevent the substantial increase of endline risk.  The proposal will be considered by the Atlantic Large 
Whale Take Reduction Team at their spring meeting.

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Maine Marine Patrol Officers Close a Major Trap Cut ting Complaint. Two Lobstermen 

Lose Their Licenses for Three Years and Ordered to Pay $35,000 in Restitution 
 
Starting in the fall of 2006 the Maine Marine Patrol began a large scale trap cutting 
investigation in the off shore waters of Southern Maine based on complaints from several 
lobster fishermen. The complaints involved the cutting of several hundred lobster traps, and 
jeopardized the livelihoods of three Scarborough fishermen. Marine Patrol Specialist Daryen 
Granata led up the investigation. Specialist Granata spent several weeks with assistance from 
other officers working the complaint. Much of the effort was made several miles off shore in the 
months of November and December, when sea and weather conditions are harsh at best.  
 
The investigation was completed in January of 2007 with hundreds of hours of officer time and 
patrol vessel under way time placed on the effort. At the culmination of the investigation two 
lobster fishermen, who fish out of Cape Porpoise, along with their sternmen were charged with 
trap molesting. The key to the success of the investigation was the tremendous cooperation 
that was carried out through the entire effort between the fishermen who lost gear and the 
Maine Marine Patrol.  
 
On January 10, 2008, Duane Ward, II of Lyman and Ryan Erb of Kennebunkport were 
convicted of trap molesting and criminal mischief in connection with the lost gear. On that 
same date both parties were sentenced in York County Superior Court with $1,500.00 worth of 
fines each for trap molesting and $250.00 worth of fines each for criminal mischief. In addition, 
each was remanded to pay $35,000.00 in restitution to the three victims as well as one year 
probation and the completion of 96 hours of community service.

Notice - Attention All Lobster Fishermen 
2008 Trap Tags 

 
Some fishermen are developing a pattern of not ordering their trap tags until the first week of 
May making it nearly impossible for the tags to be received and attached to traps by the June 
1st deadline. Over 1,000 fishermen ordered trap tags after May 1, 2007.  
 
Most fishermen order tags when they buy their lobster license. If you are among the fishermen 
who order them separately from your license, be sure to allow adequate time when ordering to 
ensure that your trap tags are received and attached by the June 1st deadline. In the past DMR 
has allowed fishermen a grace period.  
 
There will be no exceptions or grace period approve d by the Bureau of 
Marine Patrol for the 2008 season. 
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Marine Patrol welcomes two new officers to their ranks with the successful graduation on May 
25, 2007 from the Maine Criminal Justice Academy of MPO Jason Leavitt and MPO David 
Ross. 
 
MPO Leavitt is from Turner, Maine and graduated from Unity College with a Bachelor of 
Science degree in Conservation Law.  Jason worked for five years in Alaska for the Alaska 
Department of Fish and Game before coming to DMR. He has been assigned to the Eastport 
Patrol and lives with his wife Michelle in Perry.    
 
MPO Ross is from Dresden and graduated from Unity College with a Bachelor of Science 
degree in Conservation Law. He has been assigned to the Kennebunk Patrol and lives in 
Kennebunk.

·  As most of you realize there were two DAM closures in effect off Midcoast and Southern Maine 

for much of the fall and early winter. Maine Marine Patrol as part of our responsibility under our 
JEA contract with NOAA have been inspecting and sampling gear in these areas and passing 
on noncompliant issues to the local NOAA Agents. In Southern Maine compliance has been 
running at about 80%. Fishermen should remember that during a DAM Closure that gear within 
the area affected cannot have float rope on the groundline and only 1/3 of the endline can be 
made up of float line. 

 
·  It is the time of year when shrimp are starting to move toward shore and lobster gear is most 

vulnerable to gear conflict. The Department has facilitated several gear conflict meetings in the 
past in an attempt to promote communication between lobster fishermen and shrimp draggers. 
We ask that you make every effort to work together. We have updated tow charts for Southern 
and Midcoast Maine available in the Boothbay Office (633-9595). These charts show the 
majority of the tows and have contact info for the shrimp fleet and lobster fishermen. We have 
asked the dragger fleet to contact us before making a tow where gear is unavoidable when they 
haven’t been able to contact the lobsterman. Patrol will be working with both groups in an effort 
to avoid loss of gear. 

�
·  Marine Patrol would once again like to remind all fishermen of the 30-day wet storage 

regulation. Fishermen must haul through their gear every thirty days or risk the possibility of a 
fine and or trap seizure.  Patrol is not looking for the occasional trap that gets overlooked but 
for the intentional violator that leaves gear in the water and makes no attempt to tend it.  Please 
contact your local Marine Patrol Officer or Division office if you know of gear that has been left 
out unattended.  This same regulation also bans float line at the surface.   

 
·  Fishermen that are crab fishing this winter and choose to block off all but one escape vent 

should keep in mind that the blocking mechanism should not block the biodegradable panel, 
the 3-¾” x 3-¾” opening, as well. Officers have encountered situations where a bungee cord 
was used to block an escape vent but in so doing blocked the biodegradable panel as well.

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The DMR Lobster Team conducts five principle surveys to monitor juvenile and adult lobster population.  
These programs directly monitor the fishery (port and sea sampling) and the natural population 
(settlement, ventless trap and trawl surveys). The information collected by these programs contributes 
directly to stock assessments and provide guidance for industry and managers to make informed 
decisions.  After nearly 15 years of sustained growth in the population and the associated landings, the 
last several years have been characterized by erratic and/or delayed summer molts and a decrease in 
landings.  Based on our port sampling surveys, 2007 was the lowest recorded landings since 1997, a 
40% decline since 2003. The average catch rates of legal lobsters are on the decline, as the numbers 
of traps in the fishery continue to rise. The proportion of egg bearing females that have received a V-
notch has not changed, with western zones higher than eastern zones. Estimates of the lobster 
resource, independent of the fishery, suggest that newly settled lobster were again above the average. 
The next several years will be critical to establish the link between settlement and future lobster 
landings.  Sublegal lobsters caught in research ventless traps suggest that juvenile populations along 
the coast remain strong relative to other states. 
 
There is concern from DMR biologists, that the fishery’s expectations for landings exceed the current 
population levels. Times are changing, and there is no greater need than to continue to monitor the 
lobster population and fishery.  Please do not hesitate to contact the leaders of each program to learn 
more and participate.

Zone D: The Lobster Zone D Council met on January 17, 2008 at the Rockland Ferry Terminal. Agenda 

items included: Maine’s Low-Profile Groundline Area Proposal, Exit Ratio using tags. Zone D will 
be meeting again in March.  Date to be determined. 

 
Zone E: The Zone E Council met on September 4, 2007 at the Lincoln County Communications Center in 

Wiscasset. Agenda items included: Current DMR Legislation, the Federal Environmental Impact 
Statement for Large Whale Take Reduction Plan. The next Zone E meeting has not been 
scheduled. 

 
Zone F: The Lobster Zone F Council met on October 25, 2007 at the Yarmouth Town Hall. Agenda items 

included: The Federal Environmental Impact Statement for Large Whale Take Reduction Plan, 
Current DMR Legislation and Whale Science Trap Tag Increase. The next Zone F meeting has 
not been scheduled. 

 
Zone G: The Lobster Zone G Council met on January 30, 2008 at York Village Fire House in York. Agenda

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As required by Maine’s limited entry law (12 M.R.S.A. §6448), the Commissioner of Marine Resources has 
determined the number of new zone entrants authorized for each of the limited entry lobster zones.  The 
number of new zone entrants authorized is based on a comparison of the number of licenses in that zone in 
2006 and the number of people who did not renew their license in that zone in 2007. Exceptions to the 
limited entry process, such as medical and military waivers, are discounted from the totals for the purposes 
of calculating the number of new zone entrants as required by the limited entry law.

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Update from the last Lobster Advisory Council (LAC) meeting – November 28, 2007 
 

·  Pat Pinto of Saltwater Marketing gave a presentation to the Lobster Advisory Council about a product 
called Clawdia’s Secret, a newly developed lobster bait booster or extender. Saltwater Marketing along 
with Blue Seal Feeds has worked in conjunction with the Lobster Institute and fishermen from Maine and 
Canada to test a series of experimental lobster bait products. Their goals in testing were to find 
something that would attract lobsters, a product that was absolutely environmentally safe and would be 
safe for lobsters to eat, as well as a durable product that would hold up a long time. 

 

·  Dane Somers, the Executive Director of the Maine Lobster Promotion Council, introduced himself to the 
Lobster Advisory Council. Dane said he has been in his new position for three months and is looking 
forward to continuing and expanding the MLPC’s promotional activities. Dane stated that the MLPC is in 
the process of upgrading their dealer and buyer’s list to optimize the communication between the two 
groups in the marketplace. Dane stated that he will be contacting all Lobster Zone Council Chairs in the 
next month to obtain their email and contact information. Dane encouraged the LAC to visit the MLPC’s 
website to see the current outreach information being provided by the Maine Lobster Promotion Council 
at www.lobsterfrommaine.com. 

 

·  Commissioner George Lapointe announced that the 2007-2008 shrimp season has been set and will be 
152 days long, which is a one-day increase from last year’s season. The shrimp season will be open 
from December 1, 2007 thru April 30, 2008. Commissioner Lapointe said that the approved season was 
based on recommendations of the Northern Shrimp Technical Committee and Advisory Panel.   

 

·  Commissioner Lapointe reported that the 50,000 mt total allowable catch (TAC) on herring was caught 
by October. Next year the TAC will be reduced by 5,000 mt making the total allowable catch 45,000 mt. 

 

·  There was discussion regarding proposals to adjust the 2000-lb limit on seed lobsters. Dana Rice will be 
meeting with DMR staff to discuss any options and report any recommendations back to the LAC. 

 

·  Commissioner Lapointe reported that data gathered from the experimental low-profile rope will be 
drafted into a report and presented to the Take Reduction Team after the first of the year. If approved, 
the low-profile rope could be used in place of sink rope in specific areas.  It will be discussed at the 
TRT’s spring meeting, peer reviewed and submitted to NMFS for approval. 

 

The next Lobster Advisory Council meeting has not b een scheduled. 
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The New England Fishery Management Council (NEFMC) recently approved Amendment 11 in order to 
control the capacity of the general category scallop fishery.  Amendment 11 will limit general category 
scallop permits to those that can document scallop permit history and landings between March 1, 2000 and 
November 1, 2004.  Because the Northern Gulf of Maine (NGOM) scallop resource has not been productive 
in recent years and many NGOM fishermen will not meet these requirements, the NEFMC established the 
NGOM Management Area (US waters north of 42’ 20) to ensure that historic participants are allowed future 
access to the NGOM scallop resource. Additional measures of the NGOM Management Area include:  
 
·  The area will be open to vessels holding a general category permit on the November 1, 2004 control date.  
·  Vessels will be permitted to possess or land up to 200 lbs. per trip with a maximum of 10.5-foot dredge 

width with no vessel upgrade restrictions.  
·  The area would be under a hard TAC set by the scallop PDT based on the federal portion of scallop 

resource in the NGOM.  
·  All federal permit holder landings from the NGOM count toward NGOM TAC.  
·  If a vessel qualifies for a limited access general category permit under Amendment 11, any landings from 

the NGOM will count against their individual allocation as well as the NGOM TAC.  
·  Vessels must have VMS.  
·  Once the TAC is reached, there will be no fishing in the NGOM by any federal scallop vessels.

ATLANTIC HALIBUT REGULATION CHANGES & TAGGING INFOR MATION 
 

The Atlantic halibut regulations pertaining to the state waters fishery changed in late 2007.  The 
changes related to the commercial fishery are summa rized below: 
 
�  The minimum size is 38 inches, head-on or head-off (head-off measurement is from the 

pectoral fin to the tip of the tail) 
�  All legal sized fish intended to be retained must b e immediately tagged with an approved 

landings tag* 
�  Hooks are limited to 14/0, 15/0 or 16/0 circle hook s only 
�  Buoys must be on both ends of a trawl and must be m arked with the name and commercial 

license number of the fisherman 
�  The 4 fish/day limit was removed, but the 50 fish/s eason limit is still in effect

* - The Legislature is considering a bill to charge  a nominal fee for the landings tags.  If this bill  
is not passed, or not passed prior to the 2008 seas on, the tags will be made available, free of 
charge through DMR.  Endorsement holders will recei ve more information on this regulation. 
 
Research efforts expanded in 2007 to include a comp rehensive survey of halibut distribution 
from the Canadian line to the NH border, out to 25 nautical miles.  Tagging was a major 
component of this study.  Three types of tags were deployed: conventional wire tags, data 
storage tags and satellite tags.    

 
PLEASE BE ON THE LOOKOUT FOR THESE TAGS!  ALL TAG R ETURNS RECEIVE A REWARD 
AND MANY TAGS ARE WORTH $250 OR $500 . 
 
IF YOU CATCH A TAGGED HALIBUT, RECORD THE DATE, LOC ATION, LENGTH AND WEIGHT 
OF THE FISH.  IF YOU KEEP IT, ALSO RECORD THE SEX A ND COLLECT THE EAR BONES 
(OTOLITHS).   
 
IF THE HALIBUT HAS A DATA STORAGE OR SATELLITE TAG – KEEP THE TAG EVEN IF YOU 
RELEASE THE FISH.   
 
Thank you for your cooperation and for those who have been tagging, thank you for your continued 
participation.
