	Student is attending a private school at parental expense and is receiving only special education services from the public school unit – the school unit in which the private school is located should put in N type enrollment – not the resident school unit – in this case only, the resident unit is not the responsible unit, the unit in which the private school is physically located is responsible for these services.

	Homeschool flag with 5-Special Education Only Provided by School
	A student that is homeschooled for educational purposes and is receiving only special education services from the public school unit.  If the student is receiving educational services in addition to special education services – do not use this percentage selection, use the percentage of time spent for educational services.
