Maine Rule for determining Immigrant Children and Youth (IC&Y) Subgrant from Title III Funds
Current for SY 2012-13
Definition of Immigrant Children and Youth 
The term “immigrant children and youth” as defined in section 3301(6) of ESEA, means individuals who- 

· are aged 3 through 21; 

· were not born in any State; and  

· have not been attending one or more schools in any one or more States for more than 3 full 

academic years. 

                        

The ESEA also contains a definition of State.  Under section 3101(14) of the ESEA, the term “State” means each of the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.  For this reason, children born overseas to U.S. military personnel, because they were not born in a State, can fall within the ESEA definition of “immigrant child and youth” if they meet all of the other criteria of that definition.

Definition – Significant Increase in Number of Immigrant Children   Sec. 3114(d)(1)and (2)
Using the total Immigrant count from Maine Education Data Management System (MEDMS) for each School Administrative Unit (SAU), “Significant Increase” is determined by computing the average of the 2 preceding years’ totals of immigrants and comparing both the number increase and percent increase of the current year’s immigrant total over the 2 prior years’ average.  
More than one subgrant may be made, including to SAUs with limited or no experience in serving immigrant children and youth with a sufficient service plan in place.

Determination Method

(  The immigrant children and youth subgrant amount will not exceed 15% of the total Title III allocation to the Maine DOE.  The final percent/amount of the immigrant subgrant will vary annually.  [Sec.3114(d)(1)]
(  October Immigrant counts are to be used in this determination.  For example, October 2010 and October 2011 (2 prior years) average is compared to October 2012 (previous year) for School Year (SY) grant award 2013-2014 (current year).
I.    Create a table annually, using the October MEDMS immigrant data/counts from two prior years and the current year.  For each Title III SAU with a reported immigrant count:
1) Calculate the average of the 2 prior years (2-year average).
2) Subtract the average from the previous year’s total count – this is the number increase.
3) Divide the number increase by the 2-year average – this is the percent increase (from prior two-year average to previous year).
4) Rank SAUs by a combination of the greatest number and greatest percent of increase. 

II.   Award amount process (Title III and Immigrant Children and Youth):
1) State receives Title III allocation (~July 1)
2) From total award, subtract $175K for administration of Title III program.  [Sec.3111(b)(3)]
3) Not more than 15% of the remainder must be reserved for the immigrant children and youth subgrant.
4) The remainder less the immigrant children and youth subgrant set-aside is allocated to eligible Title III SAUs.  Title III allocation process:   
a. Use Infinite Campus previous year October count total # of ELs in Title III-eligible SAUs 

b. Divide previous year October count total # of ELs into the Title III allocation remainder to determine an initial per-EL amount [whole number only].
c. Review historical per-pupil allocation and make initial determination for percent of immigrant children and youth set-aside (not more than 15% of remainder allocation).  

d. Using the amount of the remainder minus immigrant children and youth set-aside:  If a subgrantee’s calculated amount is less than $1,000 below the Federal minimum amount of $10,000, that amount is adjusted to be $10,000.  $10,000 is then deducted from the total allocation, and the number of pupils in that SAU is deducted from the total EL count.  The new allocation total is then divided among the remaining subgrantees using the adjusted pupil count, to get the per-pupil amount.  If there is a remainder, that amount is awarded to the subgrantee with the highest number of ELs.  Note:  all amounts are rounded to whole numbers, including per-pupil amounts.)
e. If a subgrantee’s calculated amount is more than $1,000 below the Federal $10,000 minimum, that SAU must join a Consortium.
5) Historical Title III per-pupil amounts and distribution of immigrant children and youth subgrant funding is then reviewed.  Adjustments to initial allocation figures are made to create an equitable use of the resources across the SAUs.
SAMPLE WORKSHEET:  Review of figures to determine final Immigrant children and youth subgrant amount:

Initial determination for Title III (Steps 2 and 4) yielded an allocation total of $568,263, total EL count of 4027, and possible per-pupil amount of $141.  Then, Step 5 (a historical review and calculations of variable per-pupil amounts) yielded the choice in the grey line:  total allocation for Title III subgrants of $543,645 and per-pupil amount of $135; thus, $24,608 is the Immigrant children and youth subgrant, which is 4.33% of $568,263.
