Interaction with other 
cultures (including 
Europeans) was one factor 
that changed traditional 
Wabanaki cultural practices 
(cooking, food gathering, 
preparing clothing, etc..  For 
instance, European trade 
goods supported traditional 
Wabanaki culture (steel 
hatchets, European cloth) 
that made life more efficient.  
Environmental changes 
have also impacted 
Wabanaki culture.
