LD 1093 - "An Act Regarding the Municipalities to Which the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code Applies"   Would have increased the mandated population to 5,000 from 4,000.  
LD 1120 - "An Act to Repeal the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code"
Would have repealed completely the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code. 
**LD 1182 - "An Act to Exempt Certain Agricultural Buildings from the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code"  Requires that the Board exempt buildings used to house livestock or harvested crops from the code. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]LD 1191 - "An Act to Remove the Municipal Mandate to Enforce the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code"  This would have allowed, but not require a municipality of more than 4,000 residents to adopt and the MUBEC.
